' day and then teleeranhed back to PHger
the Alliance office, shows that Plainville
car loads of potatoes were shipped
to points inside the state, that 479
car loads were shipped to Iowa, 112
to Illinois, 246 to Missouri. 19 to

.South Dakota, 32 to Kansas, 11 to
Oklahoma, 4 to Colorado, 6 to Wy-
oming, 6 to Wisconsin, 2 to Arkan-
sas, 2 to Indiana, 2 to Minnesota and
1 to Texas. Besides this there were
