DAVISON APPEALS

FOR BIG ROLL CALL

Head of Red Cross War Coun-
cil Sends Stirring Message
to the Public.

VAST PROBLEMS ARE AHEAD

Sees No Necessity for Further Cam-
paigns for Funds If People Re-
spond Properly to Christ.
mas Drive.

Washington, D, C., Dee, 4.-~lenry
P. Davison, chairmon of the war coun-
el of the Red Cross, today lssued to
the 3,854 chapters nnd the 22,000,000
members the following statement out-
linlng the rfuture pulley of the Amerl-
tun Red Cross:

"“The whole Amerlenn people will be
Invited In the week preceding Christ-
mas to enroll as members of the Red
Cross. It is confidently Lelleved there
need be no further campulgns for Ied
Cross funds, but ipstead the annual

roll eall will constitute the foundation
of the Red Cross. The peaple should
therefore know as definitely as possl-
ble the plans of this, thelr national
humanltarian soclety, .

“8loce the armistice was signed 1
have had an opportunity to confer in
Paris with the heads of all American
Red Cross commissions In Europe, and
later In Washington with the preal-
dent of the United States, the war
council of the Red Cross, the managers
of the fourteen Red Cross divislons of
the United States, and with the heads
of our department at national head-
quarters. 1 am, therefore, able to
speak now with knowledge and assur
ance in saying that the beneficent work
of the American Red Cross is to go
forward on a great scale—not alone,
a8 heretofore, for purposes of rellef of
war, but as an agency of pence nnd
permanent human service,

“Slnce Amerlea's entry into the war
the purpose of our Red Cross has been
primarily to ald our army and wavy In
the care of our men under arms, and,
secondly, to extend relief to the sol-
diers, sallors nud clvillans of those na-
tons which were fighting our battles
along with their own, With the funds
which have been so generously con-
tributed by the Americun people this
war work of the Red Cross will con-
tinue and be completed with all possi-
ble sympathy and energy,

Wherever our soldlers and sallors
may be the Red Cross will stay with
them until they are demobilized. Noth-
lug which we mny do will be left un-
done, elther for the men In the war
zone, for those returning, for those in
the camps and hospitals or for thelr
familles at home, to whom will con-
tinue to be devoted the ministrations
of the Red Cross home service, In
this latter effort 050,000 tralned Red
Cross workers are now engaged at
2,500 different places throughout the
land,

“The problems of reconstrnction, In.
volving feeding and caring for the dis-
tressed civillan populgtions of Europe,
are of such magnitude that necessa-
rily they must be met very lurgely by
the governments of our allles, with
whom our own government will co-op-
ernte,

“The great tasks of fighting tubercu-
losis, promoting child welfare, and car-
Ing for refugees, with which the Amer.
lcan Red Cross has concerned [tself so
effectively In France, Ttaly and Bel
glan, will at an early date be assumes
by the governments, the Red Cross or
ganizations, and the relief societies of
those countries, which, now that they
are released from the terrible burden
of waging war, naturally desire to tuke
care, us far as they can, of thelr own
people,

“The war problem of the American
Ited Cross will thus steadlly and rap-
ldly merge itself into o peace program,
The wake of the war will, however,
reveal the prevalence of disease, and
give rise to epldemics and emergen-
cles which in all parts of the world
will eall for unlimited voluntary ef-
fort, the cutting of red tape and mani.
festation of those qualities of human
sympathy whieh Rvernment action
cannot display. Here #1ll be the op-
portunity for the Ameriean Red Cross,
But even our Red Cross must not act
and cannot act most effectively alone;
we must labor In co-operation with the
Natlonal Red Cross and relief socleties

of other nations, to the end thgt not
nlone the heart of America but the

heart of afl mankind may be mobilized
on behalf of suffering humanity,

“While, therefore, the plans of the
Amerlean Red Cross In this direction
cannot be formulated specifieally, In
wdvance of the general rellef program
of the allled governments, the Amerl-
ean Red Cross Is nevertheless planning
o develop Its permanent organization
in this country upon a seale never be
fore contempinted In time of pence.
‘The commissions which are now con
ducting the activities of the American
Red Cross In forelgn countries, ams
well ag the temporary war organiza-
tlon In this country, will as a matter

of conrse ultimately merge thelr ener- 1

gles with those of the permnnent or
ganlzation of the Red Cross,

"With the war bhas developed the
striking and Imporiant faet that many
men and women, some of whom had
with great snceess devoted their lves
entirely to business, eame into the Red
Cross organization at the outset of the
war simply that they might serve thelr
country. bt have renlized such n sat-
lafnetion to themselves In the oppor
tunlty to serve mankind that they now
desire to become n part of the perina-
nent peace orgunization of the Amerl-
can Red Cross,

“There mny be, therefore, porfect
confidence that the pence activities of
the Red Cross will be conducted un:
der able and Inspiring leadership. The
chapters will maintain thelr organiza:
tlons upon a scale adequate to the new
demands to be made upon them. Lo
enl committees will Indeed appreciaté
more and more the value of having In
thelr midst strong and efliclent Red
Cross chapters. The divisional orgaml-
zations, with honorary and permanent
staffs, will be maintained—always
ready for service; and national head-
quarters will have a large and efliclent
personnel to direct the activities of the
organization as a whole.

“Study ia being given by the na-
tional organization not alone to prob-
lems of International rellef, but to
plans in this country for enlarged
home ce, thé promotion of publle
health education, development of nurs-
Ing, the cure and prevention of acel-
dents, and other correlated lines,
which may contribute to the health
and happiness of men, women and chil-
dren. Buch plans when developed
will, 1t s belleved, provide both for
world rellef and for home community
service, and thus constitute a channel
for the continued and useful expres-
slon by Red Cross workers and mem-
hers of those qualities of sympathy
and love which our whole people have
poured out so unstintedly during the
WAr,

“For the completion of Its war work
and for the Institution of Its peace
program, the Red Cross Is fortunately
in a healthy financinl condition. Abune
dant occasion for the use of Iarge
funds of money gnd great quantities of
gurments and other supplies will cop-
tinue. to arise, but it Is believed that
there will be no further need for In-
tensive campnigns for funds, The work
of supplementing governmental activ-
ftles, which the Red Cross will be
called upon to do in all parts of the
world, will be npon & great scale, but
it will enll for hwman wervice rather
than for large expendltures,

“What the Awmeriecan Red Cross
needs now Is not so much contribu-
tlons of money, as the continued devo-

tlon nmd loyalty of Its members. This
is pecullarly true at this moment of
transition from war to pence. Annual

membership Involves the payment of
only one dellar. The monevs thus re-
eelved not only defray all the adminls-
trative expenses of the organization,
but leave o substantinl balance, which,
together with all funds subscribed )
rectly for rellef, are devoted solely
to that purpose, The roll eall of the
natlon Is thus to he ealled at Christ-
mns time, that through enrollment in
thelr il Cross the Amerlean people
may send a message to our soldlers
still oversens and to the peoples of the
world that we are not merely content
with secing our arms united with ounr
allles in victory, but that our abiding
purpose is that the love, the sympathy
and the intelligence of alk  Ameriea
shall be rededicated to the permanent
serviee of mankind.”
