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Serious Accident on the U. P.

Railroad accidents resulting in serious
loss of life, have been quite numerous this
winter, but accidents on the Union
Pacific in which passengers have suffered,
are so rare that we have almost come to
believe that they will not happen on this
road. This illusion was dispelled this
week by a bad wreck near Rawlins in
Wyoming. An eccentric strup on engine
29 pulling passenger train No. 1. broke.
The train was stopped and the damage so
repaired that the engiue could proceed
with the train, though very slowly. The
passenger was followed at no great dis-
tance by freight train No. 21, which came
rushing around acurve at a high rate of
speed, crashing into the emigrant cars vn
the rear of the passenger train before the
enter had fairly got in motion, the eagi-
later of the freight train having failed to
hear the torpedoes which were supposed
to have been placed on the rail as a siznal
of caution. It was near three o'clock in
the morning and the occupants of the em-
igrant cars were caught in their berths.
A press dispatch says: Two cars were
telescoped, which st once caught fire and
were entirely consumed. The rear of the
sleeper Delhi was also burned. A wreck-
ing crew and a corps of surgeons were
soon on the ground. Five hours after-
ward the track was cleared and the dead
and wounded were removed.
