The Western Union About to Swal
low Up B. &. M. Lines.

For some time past there have been
rumors that the Western Union tele
graph company was about to make ar
rangements by which the telegraph
lines of entire I. & M. system
would pass under their control, and it
is now expected that the arrangement
will be perfected about first of
June.
