1s Discussed

Mumps Can Also Be Prevented by
Immunization With Infected
Blood, Medicos Told.

Lincoln, May 14—Doctors of Ne-
braska were told Wednesday that
measles and mumps can be prevented
by immunization of children with
the blood of a child or an adult who
has either disease, injecting it un-
der the skin.

Recent epidemics of measles have
strongly impressed him with the
value of convalescent blood, blood
serum and blood from patients who
have previously had the disease, said
Dr. E. V. Wiedman, child specialist
of Lincoln.
