How About Seed Pqtntm

Potato planting time will soon be
here. Beed potatoes should have been
selected at harvest time and stored in
crates during the winter., It sounds
expensive to select and care for your
seed potatoes, but it is more expensive
to plant diseased seed. If you did not
seleot your seed last fall—now is the
time to do so

Go over the polatoes in your cellar
and seleet for seed only the smooth,
firm. sound tubers of goodshape. Dis-
card all potatoes that show any form
of rot as these should never be plant-
ed. The botanist of the Experiment
Station of the State College of Agri-
calture at Lincoln is ‘engaged ino a
study of these potuto rots and will be
glad to correspond with potato grow-
ers

The bulletin takes notios of the fact
that additional deaths have undoubt-
edly been due to the ure of fake
‘‘cures” sold by unserupulous persons,
It is reported thut in Nebraska “black-
leg vaccine” was used on at least 1600
unaffected horses, nearly 1500 of which
are said to have died as a direct result,

luvestigutors have practically es-
tablished that this horse disease can
be controlled effectively only bya total
chaoge of feed dnd forage. Itis quite
obvious that there is & direct conneot-
fon between the green foruge, exposed
pusturage and newly cut hay or fodder
which the horses eat, and this Cerebro-
spinal Meningitls, as the disease is
known to sclentists. In fact, eating of
such forage when contaminated is un-
doubtedly the most Important cause,
Over 85 per cent of cases of this disease
in Kansas and Nebraska during the
outbreak of 1012 were maintained un-
der such conditions.

Great care must be taken that horses
do not obulll the dangerous forage uu-
hknown o their owners. The owner of
one farm ioformed the Departinent's
investigator that his dead horses had
eaten nothing but old Lay and grain,

“But what about the closely-crop-
ped grass in this pasture?”, remarked
the luvestigator, noticing the wdjac-
ent fleld.

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Mauy horses have died from blind
staggers caused by eating moldy baled
bhauy. As soon as the hay was eliminat-
ed the disense ceased. Otlher horses
in the vicinity not fed upon this hay
failed to contract this disease. Later
some of the moldy bales were opened
und exposed to the sun for three or
four weeks. After this the hay was
fed to horses without producing any
il effect. Forage poisouing, therefore,
seeins not Lo be an infection but rath-
er what is ealled “suto-intoxication”—
that is, it is due to certuin chemienl
poisons or toxins formed by the activi
ty of iuternal organisms. These pols-
ons may be present when the forage is
taken into the body or may be formed
in the stomach. The nature of this
poison s still unkoown,

CHARACTERISTIC SYMPTOMS

DisEAsE

When the horse s taken with the
blind staggers it usunlly cxhibiis a
disturbance of the appetite, depression
and wealkness, while tbhere is tronble
in swallowing, drooping of the head
and sleepiness which may give way to
excitement and attacks of dizziness,
The vision Is impunired, which results
in the staggering gait that gives the
disense s popular name, Certain
muscles of the neck and fauks are
cramped and there is a grindiog of the
teeth. Bometimes the animal has pains
