ways proved costly ventures.

MORE FOOD FOR BELGIANS.

‘Steamer Leaves New York Carrying
3,500 Tons.

New York.—The steamship Massa
pequah waa dispatched from this port
%0 Rotterdam Friday by the Rockefel
ler foundation with 3,500 tons of food
and clothing for the Belglan war suffer
ers. The foundation has now spent
more than $1.000,000 on ships and car-
Eoos for Belgian relief, it {s stated.
This Is the second voyage of the Mas-
sapequa, which was the first of the
Belgian relief ships to leave this coun-
try. On the present trip the steamer
oarries n eargo made up of denations
recoelved from all over the United
States In resnonse to the Joint appeal
of the foundation and the Belgian re-
lef committee.

Turks Cross Russlan Frontier.

Petrograd. — Ottoman troops ara
showing renewed activity In the Cau
oasus, the Turks having crossed the
Russian fromtler at three polnts. On
December 21 two Turkish columns
were directed toward Ardagan, 100
miles east of the frontier. One force
went through Ardanuch and the other
further to the south. A third column
crossed the frontier at Zivin, on the
main road between Erzerum and
Kara, and took a village on the upper
Sarikamysh.

Nebraska Guaranty Fund.

Linecoln, WNeb.—Nebraska's state
bank guaranty fund will repose at virt-
ually the $950,000 mark at the com-
mencement of the new vear. The ex-
act total Is lesn than £800 below that
amount. A summnary of the condition
of the fund has given out by the state
banking board which states that a total
of 766 banke contribute to the present
fund. The total average deposita of
this huge array of state banks was
$93,186,124 December 1.

Prohibition's Only Remedy.

Topeka, Kan—Total abstinence as
the surest way of overthrowing the
Haquor traflic was advocated by Wil
liam J. Bryan, secretary of state, in a
letter to Elon (. Borton. national sec-
retary of the Intercollegiate Prohibi-
tion association, read at the closing
session of that organization here. Mr,
Bryan further asserted that those “who
want to abolish saloons will not allow
them to hide bewind the pretext of lo-
cal self-government when enough
states act favorably to make it likely
that a national amendment will be
ratified."

WOULD ELECT POSTMASTERS.
Dan Stephens Proposes Amendment to
the Pending Bill.

Mr. Stephens will
proposé also to incresse the rent al-
in third e¢lanss postoffices
where the salary is £2.000, from $600
to $500 a year.
