The Spaniards robbed and enslaved
the Aztees to control the siiver supply.
They blotted out a  seml-barbarous
civilization thot hnd bullt great irri
gution syvsteans, massive temples nnd
beautiful efties, and the oned prowd
and hnppy people were placed under
the yoke for four conturios,

An almost aneanny gift in ferreting
out the hig silver deposlis wns pos
sessed by the Spanish governors, The
cost of gunpowder wns so high, though,
that only the richest finds were
worked, Only ore that produced over
100 ounees of silver to the ton was
mined, It Is sald that the owner of
the Quinteen mine, in the Alnwos dis-
trict, a Senor Alammia, on the mar

rlnge of hils daughter, lined the bridul |

chnmber of the palacio with bars of
gllver nnd paved the way to the ehurch

Large profits are made from demol-

In one case the teeth were placed in
salt wator while the dentist carefully
washed out the sockets, Then they
were relnserted, a stiteh or two placed
in the gums and the Jaws were ban-
daged shut so that the tecth hit on a
pad of lint,  In the other ecase the
teeth still hung to the guwms, so the
sockets were cleaned out without de-
taching the teeth,

In both eases the teeth became sol-
idly fixed and the patients could use
them for normal hiting a few months
after the accident,

Dr. C. De Witt Henry of New York
replaced not long ago the teeth of a
truck driver that had been knocked
out In a eolllsion. The man had pick-
ed his teeth from the gutter and run
up to the dentlst’s office earrying them
in his hand,
