American Visitors Find Industrial
Conditions Steadily Improv-
ing in England,

HIGH PRICES EVERYWHERE

But Taxes Are Higher, Too, Than
Elsewhere in the World—London
Hotels Are Crowded—How It
Looks to Visitora.

London.—Econemic, financial and in-
dustrinl conditlons nre steadily Im-
proving In England, but are still a
very long way from belng normal,
Strikes are the tane of progress here
in these days. Demands for more pay
and shorter lours follow ench other
in quick succession from the varlous
branches of organlzed lnbor, The trou-
ble Is that less efliclency seems to fol
low the granting of each demand. Im-
medlately one of the big Industrial
companles settles with one section of
Its employees by Increasing waoges,
trouble starts In another section of the
workers tlll the change goes all
around. Then It begins again. Rall
way fares have been Increased 60 per
cent In the Iast three years. Now
another 00 per cent Is to be added
to meet the Increased cost of opera-
tlon. New rolling stock, however, hias
been constructed and service hins heen
‘improved considerably In the last year,
and In spite of the high fares and
dropping of excursion rates the tralns
are packed In every direction.

Hotels Are Crowded,

London still has an extra million
population which drifted there during
the war, and the hotels are 80 crowd-
ed that strangers who have not re-
served rooms frequently have to drive
‘mbout for hours seeking accommoda-

on. Prices are high, especially for
Americans, whom a part of the popu-
latlon meems to regard as traveling
banks, always ready to hand out large
sums when called apon. The hoiel
best known to Amerlcans charges $10
@ day for a room without a bath, and
iNew Yorkers sinying there assert that
it costs them $24 a day for lodging,
‘meals and tips.

Women smoke practically every-
‘where since the war. Some of the
’mon daring now have special brands
of clgars Imported from Cuba for thelr
[use, and smoke them publiely in thea-
‘ters and restaurants. In the streets
/Englishmen have become quite ac-
icustomed to having women ask them
‘for a light.

The emancipated Englishwoman has
invaded the men's territory to such
an extent that on the golf links and
{in hotels you sometimes find notlces
;hna been posted which read: “This
smoking room Is reserved for gentle-
imtn only."

One tobacconist asserted recently
Ithat women now purchase three times
i

ns many clgarettes as men and some
are taking to plpes, Since the new tax
has come Into force the quality of
clgarette tobacco has deterforated, as
has that of clgars, except the very
high priced ones,

Most Heavily Taxed Nation,

English people are probably more
heavily taxed than any other nation In
the world at the present time. They
do not complain of this, but protests
are heard nagainst arbitrary methods
adopted by the government In denling
with excess profits and agnrlnst the
waste which still goes on In many de-
partments, Food I8 very denr and
there Ig stlll a scarclty of butter and
sugar. Many people have hecome 8o
accustomed to golng without the lat-
ter during the war that they now dis-
pense with It altogether, which 1s well
from the pofnt of view of economy, ns
sugar costs 30 cents a pound now and
threatens to go higher. On June 15
the bakers were Instructed not to
make any more white brend, and It
Is consldered possible that bread cards
will agnin be lssued before Christmns,
the blg supplies of graln from Russla,
promised by the soviet government to

Capt. Har-
old Vyvyan Hurmsworth of the Irlsh
guards, formerly a commoner of Christ
Church, who wns kllled In the war.

FARMERS DO WELL

Record Prices Paid Wheat Grow=
ers of Western Canada.

Will Get Above 40 Cents Over the
Fixed Scale Set—World Looking
to the Dominion for Its
Grain.

It will be of Interest to many rend-
ars to learn that-their farmer friends
In Canada will de g0 well out of the
whent they grew on western Canada'e
pralries last yenr.

There wns a fixed price of $2.15 per
bushel pald for their wheat last sea-
son.

Not knowing the price at whick It
would be possible to market the crop,
the Canadian grain board, which or-
ganlzation handled the whole of the
crop Inst summer, fixed $2.15 as a min-
lmum price for No. 1 wheat, and ar-
ranged that each farmer should be
given certificntes for the quantity of
whent he dellvered. Thke amount re-
eaived over and above the fixed price
which was pald to the farmers when
selling their wheat was to be divided
pro rauta at the end of the season, and
the holders of these certifientes will,
therefore, participate In the extra
price received according to the quan-
tity of whkeat sold.

The latest advices are that the
wheat board will pay at least 40 cents
a bushel over the Axed rate of $2.10 a
bushel for their wheat of last season.
This means that about $40,000,000 will
be distributed among the farmers of
Albertn, Saskutchewan and Manitoba.
This sum represents the difference in
the price at whick: the wheat crop was
#old and the price that was fixed for
last season's crop.

Canadian Wheat In Demand.

A declaration that Canadinn wheat
would In all probability sell this year
at between $3 and $5 per bushel, was
made recently before a conference of
western supporters of the government
by Dr. Robert Magill, who was one of
a deputation from the Winnipeg grala
exchunge, Dr. Magill argued In fa-
vor of open trading from the aspect
of world conditions. He stated that
no whent could be exported from Rus-
gla owing to Internal trouhles,

Roumania would have absolutely
none to export, Indla was prokibiting
export, while Australia’'s acreage
would fall from 12,000,000 to 7,000,000,
The result would be that Australis
would scarcely have enough to feed
herself, and there would be absolute
Iy no wheat for Europe, except from
the Argentine and North America.

Dr. Maglll, according to formal an-
nouncement, thongh It would be im-
possible to secure ns good a price for
the producer by control as by the
open market. The United States mar-
ket was now open, and, according to
present prospects, there would be
migkty little to spare from that quar-
ter. The net result would be that Ca-
nadian wheat would undoubtedly go
to a record figure.—Advertisement.
