Untll the Worla swur the effect of
Immigration on the population increase
wine very miarked, amountlug 1o more
than Hfty per cent in the decade emd
fng In 1010, It exceeded forty per
cent o the ten years ended with the
present year, and Immigration bureny
officials are of the oplnlon that had the
wir vot intervened the percentnge rot
this decade »ould have been grentet
than that of the last,

From 1820 to 1830 the number of
frnnlgrants arciving o the  United
Btates wos less thun one per ceut of
the Increase In population, the ligures
belng 143430 Immigrants and 3,227,567
populntion Incresse, In the next ten
yeurs this one per ecent had grown to
twelve, the census of 1840 showlng a
‘population of 17,000,458, with an In-
crease of 4200433, while during the
‘same period 000,120 Immigrants ens
tered the country.

In the wpext decnde ended In 1830
the populatlion Increased 6,122,428,
while Immigration totnled 1,7137201,
or slightly more than sixteen per cent.

Jumps to 25 Per Cent,

In the ten years ended In 1860 the
populntion  Incrense  was 8,231,445,
while Immigrants entering the country
numbered 2,008,214, or more than 25
per cent of the population Increase.

The next decnde saw the population
increase 7,115,000, and Immigration
totaled 2,314,824, or slightly more than
