Russian Vastness.
SE Petersinirg letter to The London Times,
1t would hardly seem possibls for a
sentimental  traveler —supposing o
porson auswering that description to
exist in our days —to arrive for the
first time ot St. Petersburg, at this
moment without a mixture of feelings
in which sadness predominnted, He
in aware that he has crossed the fron-
tier of a large state, the largest of all
compnct states, and, perhaps, only
seconid to that of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Ireland, with all
its colonies and possessions; so big a
state that from the frontier station at
Vierzbolow, or Wirballen, to the St.
Petersburg  terminus  there s
n distance of B0 miles, far
exceeding that between London and
Edinburgh, and yet this first journey
of two nights and two days only brings
one to the capital, which lies in & cor-
ner of the empire. A glance at the
map will satisfy us that the surface of
the smaller half of this empire—Eu-
ropean Russia—is considerably larger
than that of all the other states of Ku-
ropo put together; while the other
lwﬂt’-ﬁilmria, with the rest of the
Asintic provinces—is not far from
covering one-third of the Asintic con-
tinent; and that a recent traveler, the
Rev., Henry Linadell, in his five
months' journey from London to the
mouth of the Amoor, all across the
czar's dominions, went over 2,600
miles by rail, 6,700 miles by steam,
and 3,000 miles by horses, or, alto-
ether L1, 500 miles almost in a straight
ine,

pride in the mere bigness of his coun-
try, o Russisn has ample reason to be

roud, But & state, lfku o man, ma;

nono the happier for all that, X
lofty stature, to be sure, epables a
man to look over the heads of a crowd

for a long time placed beyond reach of
the czar's sway; and the southern
streams, the Volga, the Don ete,,
ended either in the Caspian or the sea
of Azoff and the Euxine, both closed
for centuries against Russian enter-
prise and expansion,

With respect to railways, it waas
Russis's misfortune to go late to work
about their construction, and even
what she has achieved bhetween the
Orimean and Turkisn® wars — 1854 -
1876 —scarcely amou nta now to 14,000
miles, to which, after the peace ot
Berlin, she is barely adding 700 miles

early — o striking contrast to other
L-m countries,—as to the United
Btates of North America, for instance,
which boasts of & net of railway lines
of 05,000 miles, with an ave an-
nual addition of 10,000 wiles, This
backwardness of Rusaia in her en-
deavors to annihilate space by rapid
and easy moans of locomotion cannot
be without graveconsequences for her
commercial and socinl, as well as
tinancial and political, interests. 1t
is lust ground for her in her battle of
life; in the mocessant struggle aeninst
that geographieal position whick from
the beginning doomed her to suclu-
sion from the civilized ‘world — a strug-
gle the evidence of which may be read
I gvery pago of the country's history,
and may be fullowed in every shift of
it governmant's poliey,

The attention of the postoflice de-
partment has been turned lutely to w
peculinr  phase in the ptar route
service, hlhu-h winy be saitl to bo rﬂ-‘
sponsible for much of the ruscality
that has been developed in connection
with this service, The many thous- |
and star routes wre all held by a few |
hundred contractors, living in nr'.|.1-z|
states, who sub-et st greatly reduced |
rates,  Every day, congressinen, sen
ators  and  influentin]  partisans are |
ealling upont the postmmter genoral |
to inquire why these roules cannot be
held sy, contractors in their own |
atates, and why the sub-eontractors |
thoemselves cannot have control of the |
service which they now perform |
Thin question has been put to the
department so frequent that Second
Assiatant Postmnster General Elner |
han turned hia attention to it, with
the hope of forming some plan !l}'|
which people ean be induced to take
hold of the routes of their own states
The competition for the star routes
has been in the past eonfined 1o a cer
tamin number of heavy contractors,
whose influence has enabled them to
got control of thousands of rontes and
whose eavefully matured scheme of
straw bidding has “frozen out” men
who may at times inve made offorts to
secure them. The question arises with
the postoffice authorities, why eannot
the sub-contrnctors tuke thoso con-
tracts at somewhere near the higure he
now accepts and save the government
from £200 to 81,000 per year on esch

of these routes?| Of course the
postofice  department  cannot  in-
vite bids from any particslar

atate or locality, At present the only
feasible plans seema to be a more
extensive system  of advertising., 1t
in suggested that a system of newapa-
per advertising in all the weeklios and
duilies, not only at the termini of the
routes, but in every town along the
line, would effect mueh in this way. |
Many men who oan earn a thousand
dollars a year at farm labor will gladly
take hold of the government mmul
service for from 83,000 to 85,000 n
year, It is not plaimed that this
reasoning is npplicable to the great
routes of the western and suuthwestern
plaing, but to the numercus small
one throughout the castern, western
and southern states, The govern-
ment stand ready to encourage these
lettings to small econtractors, bat it
eannot disetiminato, and whatever is
done must be done by the people of
the state themselves,
