A Man Picked Up ina Frozen Condi-
lim Tn.sday Night,

The Work ot Cleaning the Walka—
Storm Notes Abont the iy,

Tussdaynight was one ofjthe worst ones
for pedestrians which hss been known in
this country for years. The snow fell in
large quantition and waa blown hither
and thither by a strong wind which con-
tinned during the night. Many ears and
noses wers touched by the frost,

Those who were unfortunate, or fool-
ish enough to fill up with liquor had a
hard time in making thelr way to places
of shelter.

Yesterday the frozen members wira
bably swollen and’ large water hlisters
covered the surface, Newton  was re-
moved to 8t. Joseph's hospital and  prob-
ably will have a severe time before he
gets through

He was unable to tell how he came to
be in the vacant lot.  He acknowledged
that he had been drunk and said that he
remembered falling down in the snow but
that was the last thing he remembered
until he found himself in the city jail.
When found he had no overcont on and
had he been allowed to remain exposed to
the storm for a few minntes longer he
would have awakened inanother world,
