Wednoesday morning s¢me 300 mon om
ployed in the Carbon mines refured to
go to work untll Tom Quealy, the pit
Sons, had havded in his reslgustion, and
tno men he recenily discharged be rein
siated. This morning the entira foree of
men strick, snd work in the mines camo
to & stand-still. Superintendent Tisdell
paseed through Rawlins last night, en
route for the soene of the rrouble and
some time thin forenoon Mr. Quealy
handed in his resiguation—probably by
request, Thess fasta ate learsed by some
tratn men who came in from the east Jate
this afternoon. The minera had not re

turned to work whon thoy passod there,
tut as their demnauda have been nccedoa
to It {a safo to ssy that the trouble Is
over,

The Tribune, lsst woek. stated that
troubloe was browing at Carbon which
would probably result in s etrike on the
part of the coal miners, unless it was ad:
juatad at once. This pradiction, it will
bs seep, has been verified. The fore-
golng atatement may bo said to give the
exnct situstion of affairs at the hour of
going to press; bat it does not give any
informnation na to the cause of tho strike,
This information, however, we have been
nble to obiain frecm a rerident of Carbon,
who was in Rawline the other day, and it
ean be relied upon as belvpg absolutely
currect,

The troubla dates back to the recent
election. Thomas (Quealy, a pit boas in
the Carbon mine, was nominated by the
democrata for sheriff. The superinten-
dent of the mwines assured the miners that
they would be protected in voling
as they saw it. Quealy was defeated,
acd, soon afterward, reinstated in Jua
former position as pit boss,  He openly
boasted that he would have his revenge.
Many men have been discharged, and the
promised piotection has proven a delusion
and a snave. There is a plea that these
men are dsschargod because they belong
io the Knights of Labor organization,
and while this may be true in one aonse,
veb the real cause is found in the fact
that every one of them voted against
Quealy, The poliey of the; conl depart-
ment in reinstating lim af er his defeat—
and continuing bim in his position after
he hind openly boasted that he would make
use of his position to ““down,” or per-
secute every man who voted against him
—was an outrage upon the people of
Oarbon, snd kns resulted in the prezent
trouble, The Knlghts of Lisbor took tha
matter in  hand, and demanded the re-
moval of Quesly, and the reinstatemont
of the men he had dischnrged. It is also
hinted that Mr. Meyer, the superintend-
ent, comes in for anything but a comph-
weuatary mention, becauss he has per-
mitted Quealy to o rey things with so
high a hand. There you have itin a
nutshell,

The Telbune takes a reasonable amounnt
of ratisfaction in chyeonleling the removal
of Mr. Quesly. The days of slavery are
over, and under the existing stata of go-
clety all over the world, no petty tyrant
can erack tho lush of persecation about
the ears of those who, In the pursuit
of thelr daily bread, are compelled
to work under his direction or in his em
ploy. Qealey, in his own estimaticn,
wss monarch of all he surveyed, snd his
tmsll mind conceived, and partially exe-
cutid, the project of making the minors
sniart for presuming to vote againat him.
Ho has earped the contempt of every
honorsble man and sjeps down and ont
amid exclamations of joy from hundreds
of houstholds In the hitule town wherein
he might lisve been loved and honered,
liad he only acted the part of a man,

The officers of the coal department
have redeemed themselves by demanding
hia removal.  They have shown that they
are not runnlog the Carbon mines a3
menns of gratifying the peraonal splto of
any one man, or set of men. Their
prompt aclion in this matter affords the
preaumption that Qealey would never
have beenu re.engaged had they been
cogoizant of his real character as o man,
snd places them opes more on an sgree-
sble footing before th¥people.

Own Despalr and Wretchedoswes,

Howrehold Words

In June, 1721, thedirzraced lord chan-
collor retired to the stately hovss, now in
uin, on Gorhambury park, of which he
was the owner. Ho hed plended guilty
to twenty-three charges of bribery. In
one case he had received from s eui'or
gold buttons worth £50; In a thixd, s dia-
mond ring worth £500 or £G00; in s
fourth, n sult of hangings worth L1060
From some Londou apotbecaxies he ac:
cepted ambargria and a gold tester, and
he took from cerinin French merchants
£1,000, The defense zet up was that it
waa the custom st that time to make such
presents to judges. In nearly overy case
the presents were made after the suits
wero decided, and, in msny the presents
were recelved by Bacon's servants with-
out his knowledge, The chancallor him-
pelf always sdhered to this line of de-
fonee, He wrote, on his fall, to hisroyal
masier:

““This I8 my last pult I shall make to
your majesty in this business, prostrating
myself upon the mercy seat after fifteen
yeara' servi:e, whereln I have served
your majesty with my poor endeavors
with an entire heart, and, as 1 presume
to say to your majesty, am still a virgin
in matters that concern your person or
crown, aud now oraving that, after eight
steps of honor, 1 be not precipliated alto.
gether."

And Bacon says again In another let-
ter:

‘“‘For the briberies and gifts, where-
with 1 am charged, when the lock of
hearts shall be opened, I hope I shall not
be found to have the troubled fountaln
of » corrupt heart In & depraved habit of
taking rewards to pervert jusiles, how-
ever I may bo frail and partake of the
aboeen of the time. "

And he wrote to Bockingham, with all
the b ldness or innocences:

“However, I hava. scknowledged that
the rentenca is just, and for reformation
sake fit. I have becn s trusty and honest
and Christ-loving friend of your lord-
ship, and the justest chancellor that hath
oeen in the five changes since my father’s
time "

Fined £40,000, sent {o the tower,
though butfor & short time, snd de-
prived of the great seal, Bacon, exilod
8; Gorbambury has left & record of his
own feelings in that solitude. He calls
himself, touchingly, *0ld, weak, ruived,
o want,"and a very subject of plty." He

Gray's inn, whera he might have com
pioy, physicians, conferemce with his
creditom and friends about his debts and
the nosesaitlon of his estate, and helpn
faor hia atudies and writings, At Si
Albans he said he lived *upon the aword
point of a sharp air, endsngered if 1 go
abroad, dall if I stay with the molitasy
and comfortless, withont company, ban
ished from all opportunities to trost with
and do myself good and to belp cut my
wracks, and that » hich in one of greater
eriefs, my wife, that hsth been no par-
taker of my offending munt be pariakoer
of the missry of my restraint ' Bul
time gradualiy made Gornsmbury lers of
a prinon,  Bacon expresaed the resolve
{0 atudy, **not to becomo an abbey lub-
ber, wa the old proverb wes, bat to yield
aoma foult of my private lite.” Iu the
green shades he studied and meditated
with h's ehaplaln, Dr, Romley, his faith
ful secratary Moan! ys his wise amsnuen
sts Ho%ba, and his loving friend Gaorge
Heorbet, Tn Ooctober, 1525, the aontamn
bafore ho dled, ha wrote to a friend:

YGood Mr, Palmer, [ thank God, by
mosns of the aweot wir of the eountry, |
have ohtained pome degreo of health, and
| would be glad in the sslitary time to
henr a little more from you of how the
world goes,"

In his will he desirad to ba buried In
8t Michael's church, uear St. Albaus,
for, says the great philonopher: “There
wny my mother buried, it 12 the parish
church of my mwansion honse in Gorham.
bury end it is the only Chrisdan church
wilhin the walls of old Verolam,” Ina
niche formed by a bricked-up window on
tho north side of the caurch, which is
built of Roman tiles, ia & marble statue
of Lord Bacon, which was srected by his
faithfal accrotary, Sir Thomas Meaniys,
who himnelf liea beneath an almost plain
stone at the feet of hla great Gamaliol
I'he statue, which repreacnta Bacon seat-
ed in **deop, yet trat quil thought,” was
the work of an Italian artist, and beneath
it i3 an inscription from the pen of Bir
Henry Wottoe, the diplomatist, wit and
poet.  “‘Sicsedebat” (**so he sat’) maith
the epitaph. Bacon is leaning back in a
sqquare-backed elbow chair, his head rest-
ing on his hand. He woears a long,
atately, forred robs ond voluminous
trunk hosa; a lnced ruff, sash garter, and
shoes adorned with large ribbon roses.
Hia eapacions brow {a partly hidden by a
low-crowned, broad.-brimmed hat, So
sat the mighty Verulam,

George Washington,
Bill Nye.

Now that working men are clearing
away the scaffolding from tho tallest
monument in the world, we are led 1o in-
quire, who wns George Washingten? He
was the father of his country for one
thing. He gave this country o star that it
has never fully recovered from. He was
algo firgt in peaco, first in war, avd fiprt
in the hearta of his countrymen. "
did not take position on account of the
silary, At that time tho pay was not
la ge, yet George attended to the wo'k
well.  He would get up before daylivht
and work t11 late into the night. He
very seldom took a ho idesy, and used to
work right on through the 22d of Fel-
ruary as he did other days. George
Washington was different from most of
onr mode 1 stat:smen in meny regpec s,
He scoimed to enter n convention and
grapp'e wi h the delegates all day. He
did not seek to be president so hard ns
some have since done, He gimply placed
himself in the hands of h's friends and
lit nature take her course,

The more 1 study the character of
George Washington the more 1 regret his
untimely deatb. We nesd him almost
avery dey. lf he could see how badly
h's erphan conntry needs him gometimes
it seems as though he would almoest open
the door of the Momnt Vernon smoke
houre and come forth.

A very ourions Incident ocourred In
the life ¢f George Washington which now
appears in print for the first time! It
seems that George was given a small
hatchet by his father when a hoy, and in
an ungarded mement the youth cut down
a faverite cherry tree belonging to his
father. On the return of the old gentle-
man he discovered the sct, snd, calling
his son to him, asked how it occurrad,
George did not koow at firat what to say,
but finally he locked bravely up in his
fother's face and eald: **Father, I can-
not tellalie. I dld it with my little
hatchet.”

I have often wondered that an ancedo'e
like this; concerning a great man, should
have remained so long unknown, 1am
indebted for the above facts to friends of
decensed,

The menment to George Washington
is n deserved tritute to a great man.
1t is no slonwch of a job 1o be president
the first time and pay off the help that it
tukes to run euch o govermment as his,
Let those who think it is casy to be presi-
dent try to wiite an annual message onee
and soe low their brain will thiob, A
pres dent st no: only shine in society
and be able to stand on one leg and shake
bands with every ten-cent official in the
Union, but he must be quiet and gentle-
manly in his home life and a good
provider in his houschold.  Added to all
this he must be able o 4 glance to distin-
gu sh between a flotilla and a recip oeity.
Hemust know how to spell a sight and be
able to rign his name so thst tv will Iack
like s bied's eye view of a stroke of par-
alysis, He must be firm with foreign
powers, and still ho must govern his tem.
per and avold the unneceasary shedding
of othier people's blood. He should be &
good business man, a good stateaman, &
gentleman and a scholar. Wo can raad-
ily see that that a successfal prestdent
cannot ba picked up on every street,
Of course he hias & good deal of lielp, but
he alono is responsible, George Wash-
ington was all that was I:rent, but the
most succissful thing he did was to quit
at tha right time and to dis before he
slopped over. Thisie a powerful lesson
to saome of cur public men not {o overdo
the matter of longevity. Long life is all
right in other walka of life, bat in politica
it msy be overdone.

George Waehington sttracted o great
deal of potice, even in his time, by tell-
iog the truth. Think what a curiosity
he would be now., And yet truth Is
within the reach of all. We may accus-
tom ourselves to almost anything 1f we
bogin graduslly snd work our way up to
it. George Washington to day woul(rno
donbt be regarded as m freak of nature,
aud yet Le teld the troth without effort
and withont bis notes. He psed to e¢n-
tortaln his frlends throogh the long
winter evenings by al'owing them to lie
his hands and feet and then blindfold
him and on top of all this he would tell
the trath for hours at a time. He was
what we called in scienca an snomely,
But he had to give up ut last and finsl'y
he yiclded to the unequal straln snd
death ensoed. People who contemplate
o polltical eareer witl more or less truth
in it should s that they have strong
conati utions to begin with,

onie for inquisitive newapaper men, when
he met an old frlend in the person of
Capt. Brown, the master of a whalivg
bark Intely returned from m crulse in 1he
northarn nens, Afier the usual groetings
wers over, the scribe requestod the cap.
taln to detall some account of his last
VYoFnze.

“You must have had some stariling ad-
venture,' he said persuasively.

“Well, shiver me, it would be a dull
whaling seagon if we didn t,” replied the
captain slowly; ns he lit a pipe which he
hadd been filling and took a seat upon the
top of a pile; “'but this seas o we hind a
very uncommon  one, I wish we were
abonrd the bark. 1'vo got the man there
who could tell the story better than T can
He's o Russinn, but he palavoers very good
English, Wo left here las: Docomber,
and, of conrse, headed for the north, As
you know the season juss ¢l sed has beon
an  almighty light one. 1 never saw
whales so scary, it was well on toward
Meroh before we stouck our ficst, In the
latter part of March, and when we wirg
about twenty miles to the northwest of
the Fox Islands, the ineident I am about
tell of ocouried  One night 1 was aroused
fromn my sleep by my mate, who, as soon
ag 1 came out, told me that the wateh ro=
ported crivs, evidently human, from the
windward., The cides had been several
times repeated, 1 listened with the mate,
and it was not lorg before 1 heard what
soumded like a long-drawn ‘Hullo-o-o0.'
How far-away it was we could not
rookon, as the northern air is clear and
very deceptive, slight sounds being heard
for miles sometimes. I made a trumpet
of my hands and returned the cries, re-
ceiving responscs,

Who or what the nnknown haller was
I could not imagine, as in the direction
frem whenee they came I knew woa the
open sea.  Waoould see nothing as the
vizht waa pitchy dark. Wheever It was
I knew that they could see our lights and
would remain In the viclnity until morn-
ing. All through the night the crics
were heard at Intervals, In the gray of
the morning we saw a sirange-looking
boat about half & mile from us, and in it
was o stlll stranger looking object, which
stood upright, meklog motions, It look-
od like a shagpgy besr, and immediately
put oft a bost.  He waa brought aboard,
and op rewhing the deck fell down and
was uvable to move, being exhausted
from cold and exposure. Wo removed
his heavy fur covering and chafed his
limbs, and aftor restoring the circulation
and bringing him around gave him warm
drinks, Soon he was epabled to tell hia
story. He said his name was Timor
Bouffosky; by birth he was a Russian,
but bad spent the last seven years in
exile in the mines of Siberis, having been
sent there on suepleion of being a
nihillst, Driven to desperation by
the inhnman trestment to which
he had beea subjected at the mines, he
took advantago of the first opporiunity
offered to make himself soarce there. He
spent nearly nine months, as near as he
could reckon, in wanderlng over the
bleak snd barren courtry, subslsting on
whatever he conld find. Sometimes he
met with hospitable tribcs who treated
him well. He was bent on reaching the
seashore if possible, and there trusticg to
luck to being able to get abeard some
veazel. The hardships whish he endured
on this tramp were terrible. At last he
renched the seashore in a half-starved
condition, no food having paased his lipa
for two dsys. 'The eeashore was even
more barren and bleak than the country
through which he had traveled. The
jsgged rocks among which he searched
for shell-fish cut his clcthing in a horrible
manner. Hls clothing now consisted of
fure, with which he had been supplied by
a nomadic tiibe into whose clurches he
had fallen.

He lived on fish and roots for many
dsyn, all the time orawling slong the
conat in search of a habitation. Whether
he was going north or south he knew not
and cared liftle. At night he slept in
cofts of rocks, Une morning he was
awaked by a series of strange voices, On
opening hia eyes he saw a dozen or more
dark facea pecring over the rocka at him,
They were natlver, clad, like himss!f in
skina, He saw they were inclined to be
friendly, avd wade signs to show that he
was hungry by poluting toward hias
mouth  They grinned and moticned for
him to follow them, Afters long walk
they came o an encsmpment of abont
thirty tents, spread on the shore on the
vory brink of the suif.

The women of the tribe,
he said, were in ths habit of guirg out
alung the beach and gathering shellfish,
and marking any colony of seals or wal
russes which lm{ucnlmd the notice oithe
men, From one of these excursions
Timor's wife failed to return, though he
did, from a flihing trip down the coast
Search was made and his wife was found
lying dead on the shore, with & spear,
such as they use, through her heast.
When Timor came back, ho was scized
and accused by his fsther-in-law of the
murder, he dented it, but it was of no
ute, and the pa'lves, after holdlng o
meeting, dotermined to turn him  awasy,
ssanring him tha! he got off lusky with
his life. They placed him in a skin-boat
with & small quantity of rancid walrus
oeh and some dried willow leaves, and
set him sfloat, threstening him that if he
returned he would be killed. He
drifted on the open ses, at the mercy of
the elements, for very nearly twenty
days. His proyisions ran out and stersi-
t on stared ﬂm In the face, when he
