Aflected the Stesnmship Compunions,

The Associnted Press ropresentative, who
has interviewea too ngents of lonaiug stesm-
ship companies, finds che conceusus of
opinion to ba that tho president's eireular Is
needlessly severe, It was felt like o thundaor-
bolt.

steernge pussengers ulready booked aroin a
quandary how lnstanter 1o disconlinue this
serviee, huviug contructed to provide for the
borked emigrants until they are landed nt
thelr port of destination,

In tho meantine the eholera in Great Breit-
ain scoms to have been fairly masterod.

The noted cholers expert, Ernest Hart,
