HOME WADE SACHETS,

How to FiIll Merfame Cases for Linen
Chiest, Lingerle or Bress Bodices,
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orrls root to one of livender flowers will pro
duce another sweet smelling scenl.

Supposs a sironger varlety of violet sesnt
s wanted than ean be oblained fromi the
ortls root alone, This Is onnlly Accombllished
Take equal welghts of orris rool and pulver-
lzed wtarch, Ower tha starch pour two or
titres drops at a time, of A sirong extract
of violeta. Take care mol to add enough of
the extract to make the starch paste-like, or
even lumpy.

Keep stirring the starch until it I8 thor-
oiighly and evenly impregnated with the vio-
It weent., Now add the orrle tool to the
ptarel, mixing them thoroughly, and finally
passing the mixture, three or four tlmes
thiough an ordiuary patent flour sifter, As
woon as this |4 done elther put the sachet
powder Into sachel bags, or Into a wide-
mouthed lottle pad stopped It lightly. An
alr-tight preserving Jar will atewer the purs
pras of A wide-mouthed bottle. Remember
alwaye to keep sachets ffom the alr until
vour are rendy to use them for the purpose
for which they are made.

The reader who likes the scent of verbenp
can prepare a sachet of long laating frag-
rance. Save the peels of the lemons which
wome Into the household, Cut the peels up
In small bits and dry. When eénough of dried
peel has been saved to welgh hall a pound.
reduce it to a powder, This can be done In
the ordinary kitchén coffes miil. To thia
add an ounce and a hall of catawny seeds,
powdered, and mix the two well together.
Over thix pour a few drops at a time, a mix-
ture of one and a half drams of il of lemon
peel and three ounces of oll of bergnmot.
The result will be a very dainty powder.

Mowdered coriander seed and powdered
flag root {calamus) may be mixed togother
te form other sachets, and the proportion in
which each is to be used may safely be lert
