Murderver Gives Himself Up,

S1I0UX RAPIDS, Ia.,, May 26.—(Special.)—
John H. Lutter, who resides on sectlon 11,
Lincoln township, went to Btorm Lake Tues-
day afternoon and gave himself up to Sherifl
O'Banion, reporting that he had shot and
killed his brother, Fred Lutter. Hig brother
Anton, @ resident of Oregon, accompanied
him and corrohorated the story of his
brother, which 18 as follows: There had
been. Wll-feeling between the two brothers,
John and Fred, for some time, and on Tues-
morning, when Anton went over 1o
Fred's place to bid him goodbye preparitory
to returning to his home in Oregon, Fred
Lutter's wrath burst out and he accused
his brather of liking John more than him,
at the same time drawing a weapon and an-
nouncing his intention of getting even. An-
ton ran back to John's house afd in n few
minutes Fred came over. John and Anton,
taking a shotgun, started for the fleld to get
behind some stacks, whereupon Fred Lutter
threatened to shoot the women In the house.
Al this John started back, and as Fred came
runniog ut him he fired, the eharge tnking
effect in his hrother's breast wbout the heart,
killing him instantly, The body remained
in the hot sun elght hours until the coroner
arrived. The verdiot of the inquest has not
yer been recelved,
