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Under date of July 20, the Department of
Agriculture has lssued an order requiring
the dipping of sheep after August 10, Any
sheep affected with scables and apy sheep
which have been in contact with infected
gheep, will not be mllowed to be shipped
from ope state or territory into another
without firet having been dipped.

It is customary for the range sheepman o
ship his flocks to Missourl river markets
and, in the event that prices offered are
not satisfactory, & reconsignment to Chi-
cago ls made, When bought by the packer
elther at the Missour! river markets or at
Chicago it has not been Dnecessary, under
former regulatioos, to dip sheep on account
of their being sold for immediate slaughter,

In the event that sheep were not hought
by packers, but were sent out Into the coun.
try, elther as feeders or stockers, the Adip-
plug order bhas been strictly enforced both
ut Missouri river pointa and at Chicago.

It Is understood that the object of the
bureauy of animal dodustry ls to locate and
externiinate disease, but us the government
cannot place Inspectors at every paint in
lowa, 1llinois and Missouri, range owners
can now ship where they bave effected sales
in advance and the spread of disease cannol
be controlled,

For seversl years an excention has beoen
made at Missourl river polota by the gov-
erument where sheep were shipped to an
ecastern market for Immediate slaughter
Thia new order, however, doea away with
the old system, and compels dipping whether
for immediate slaughter or not. In other
words 4 sbeepman canpot ity this market
und go on to Chlcago with his sheep unlesa
first dipped here.
