HONOLULU. Oct. H.-c- VIa San Fran-
cisco, Oct. 18.) The democratic party
adopted a plutform ut Its convention lout
Monday night in which tho national ticket
and platform were endorsed. Thu local
platform declared against tho acquloltton
of any more sugar-produci- torritory by
tho United States, An appropriation for a
pension for Lllluokalanl by tho
next legislature waH favored.
