LOOPHOLES IN THE NEW ARMY BILL

.ocnl Aiitliiiiitlin Anvert Hint Mciiiurr
Ciintnlus Nntlilnu to Minder the

I'tuclnu ut Beer on Ra-
tion Lint,

Officers at the headquarters of the De-
partment of the Missouri have discovered
that the army reorganization bill as passed
will permit the Introduction of beer upon
the nillltnty reservation nnd of Its distribu-
tion to the soldiers tn spite of the provision
which forbids the soldiers to engage In Its
sale.

According to tho olflcer who discovered
tho luopholo In tho law Its distribution
to Urn soldier Is made possible under souato
atiuiiilnieiit 112, section 35 of the act. This
section pruvldes Hint the president ahull
have power to eslubllsh the ration of the
soldiers nnd to alter that ration fror- - tlmo
to time ns the welfare of tho army and of
the soldiers require.

Kent t 1 It President.
There Is nothing In this provision to In-

dicate that beer will be served to thu
soldiers, hut the authorities to whoso at-
tention the matter has been brought snv
that In the discretion of the president beer
may he plnrrd upon the ration list and bo
drawn by the soldiers In a way to ovoid
tho provisions of a preceding section of tho
act which prohibits the soldiers frotr en-
gaging In the trnllle.

The olllccit, ot every branch of the army
vvero almost unanimous in fuvorlng the salo
of beer at the army canteens and claimed
that It Improved the discipline of the army
and the personal morals of tho men. that

was decreased and that breaches
of order were less frequent than under tho
old system, whole the soldier went from tho
reservation to obtain his potation. Theso
ofllcors now claim that the president would
bo justified In placing beer on the list of
tho soldiers' rations, making It possible for
him to commute this ration for any ether
artlclo he might desire. Hint nothing should
be permitted to stand In the way of main-
taining tho highest possible dlsclpllnn lu
the army, and that under these circum-
stances tho distribution of beer Is Justified.
