Thomus 3, Shaughnessy, the prestdent of
the Canadian Pacific rallwny, was born in
Milwaukee, Wik, on October 1833, He
entered rallway service in Julv, 1869, In the
purchasing depariment of the Milwaukes
& Bt Paul reailway, In January, 1879, he
wis appolnted genceral Florekeeper of that
rond, and in 1882, when Mr. Van Horne left
the Milwaukee & St Paul to become gen-
oral mannger of the Canadisn Pacifie, he
took Mr. Shaughnessy with him to Mon
treal and made him  general purchasing
agent for that system.  In 1854 he was made
REsisiant general mavnager and in 1589 he
came assistant to the president. Mr. Van
Horne, who, having been advanowd ta the
presidency, felt that he needod the
anoe of the bright and asctive Shaughnessy
In June, 1861, he was elocted o director and
vice president, and In 1808 he suceeoded My
Van Horne as president of the Canadisn
Pacific systom
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
