NEW YORK, July 5. A spoclal to the
Tribune from Washington says: t'oai--

moHter General Smith hus decided to debar
from second-clns- B mall privileges tho large
data of periodical publications which do- -

pcud largely upon gift enterprises, guesji- -

Ing contests or nominal aubacrlptlon ratos
for their circulation. This sweeping ro- -

form, designed to put tho postal service on
a paying basis, Is to bo ordered next week
by a modification of tho postal regulation
under the existing law.

By tho now regulation a vast amount df
printed matter thnt now pays for trans-
mission nt tho rnto of 1 cent will be
charged 8 cents a round, Tho necond-clae- a

matter has grown until It now embraces
nsarly ttirco-fourtti- B of' tho entlro wolgbt
of nil mall mntter handled by the govern- -
mcnt, and yet It brings In a revenue of
less than $4,000,000 a year, out of tha entire
postnl revenue of more than $110,000,000.

While It contains about three-fourt- ot all
tho weight, It furnishes only ahnut lh

ruvenuo. To "handle nnd carry
tin second-clas- s matter costs fully

a year nbovo what the government
receives for handling and carrying It,

In tho revised regulations about to be
Ivsund tho postmaster general will endeavor
tn carry out tho purpose of rnngrcss nnd
of tho exrcutlvo by restoring a stricter
enforcement of tho law. The new order
will not Intorforo with lngltlmato news-

papers and slmllnr periodicals, but It will
cut off tho abuso by which numerous pub-

lications load dowli tho malls with circula-
tions Induced wholly by merchnndlss offers
or guotslng contests that aro either fraudu-
lent In character or reduce tho circulation
tn nominal rates, It Is also likely to cut
nit trial books, which have secured admis-

sion as second-clas- s mnttor, Though pro-
mulgated next week, tho order will proba-
bly not be mado operative Immediately, In
order that publishers may have nn oppor-
tunity to conform to the now requlrcmtata.
