lng It.
After making sure that tho horse nnd

buggy were the same as were used by her
assailant, the girl was taken Into Morgan's
presence. She Immediately declared that
he was tho roan who hod assaulted her. A

Jackknlfe which had been taken from tho
prisoner was then shown to the girl and
she said It was the same kind of a knife as
her assailant flourished.

Tho little girl was asked If there was any
chance for her to he mistaken In her Iden-

tification of tho man and the horse nnd
buggy and sho declared there was none,
She was absolutely sure that tho officers
had the right man under arrest.

Tho sheriff nnd his
prisoner, nccompanlcd by Deputy Flynn,
left South Omaha for Lincoln at 3 o'clock
yesterday afternoon.

tence of fifteen months.
