Thoro will bo a raco among tho Journal-

istic champions of the several pror.pcctlvo

cities to see which slinll first print a
newspaper on the site of tho "future great,"
and many men will claim this honor. The

future historian of the new country may

bo reduced to taking Into account hourn
and minutes, if not seconds to determine
this weighty question, but tho history
makers and not the history writers nro
now busy and nil nro resolved upon mak-

ing "our town," tho first In tho country.

PLEADS GUILTY TO THE ACT

James Donnelly, Under Arrest, AI-nil- tn

James Donnelly, a confessed firebug, was

arrested yesterday by Detectives Sav-

age and Dunn und Special Officer Carey of

tho Ilurllngton system. Ho ndmlts having
set flro to the wooden bridge over tho II. &

M, tracks at Nineteenth street last
and having burned nn outhouse In the

vicinity. He is suspected nlso of having
sot several pthor fires In tho neighbor-
hood within thu lust few wcekB.

About midnight of July 12 n trackwalker
discovered that tho timbers of tho Nine-

teenth street bridge wero on fire. Aftor
having curried water and extinguished the
blaze ho made au investigation and found
that a switch lamp bad been propped up

underneath tho timbers In such a way that
the flnnio from thu wick would cat Ita way

into the wood. At the sanio tlmo a small
shed a half block farther east was rcen to
be on lire. Flames from this woro

to a frame dwelling a few yards
away and both buildings woro almost en-

tirely destroyed before tho flro depart-
ment arrived. In the charred embers of
the outhouse wue found a switch lamp Ilka
the 0110 that had been placed under tho
bridge.

In tho ofllce of tho chlot of' police yester
day Donnelly admitted having stolen
the switch lamps and having set both fires.
He'Euitl he did it because ha Is accused of
everything, that happens In that neighbor-
hood, "and If I'm going to havo the name,"
ho added, "I yant, tho game." Ho says bo
Is being persecuted In the neighborhood
because ot his religion,

Tho bridgo flro might easily have been
the causu of wrecking u train, Special
Officer Carry, says, and thereby resulted se-

riously to human lite,
Among other llrcH of Incendiary origin

which havo occtirrod lu this neighborhood
was that of tho night of Juno 28, when
a stublo and dwelling on Twentieth street
near William were burned. Two horaea
wero burned to death tn the stable,

Jumes Donnelly U 23 years old, very
slight ot figure, anil with a great shock
of fiery red hair. He was urrosted once
beforo about u year ago, charged with com-
plicity In a "daylight breaking" Job,
