two accounts were received, one
coming from T. IC, IltiBsell. 220" South
Twentieth street, nnd the other from Dr.
Albert Ayer, n veterinary surgeon, living
at 2205 South Thirteenth street,

Ulissell snld that ho nnd n friend named
M. IC. Kelly were out driving. "When
within a few yards of tho Pnplo bridge,"
he continued, "six masked men suddenly
nppenred before us, three on one side of the
road nnd three on the other. One man
seized our horsu by the bits nnd two
others tippronchcd the buggy from either
side nnd with drawn revolvers ordered us
to throw up our hands. Then n fourth man
came and senrched our pockets. Krom me
ho took 10 In silver nnd Kelly was rellrl
of some small change. A 120 bill which
Kelly had In the swcatbnnd of his lint was
overlooked.

Tro .Ntnrtil (inaril,
"All the while the four men were working

with us the other two kept watch, eaeh hiv-
ing withdrawn to a dUtnnco of about 100
ynrds to tho oust and wct respectively,
where he stood In tho middle of the road,

"Klnally, nt a given signal, wo were re-

leased. Tho man who had been holding ton
horse struck hi 111 n blow across the
haunches with n switch which sent him
down the rond nt n gallop, nnd when we
looked bnrk ngnln thoro wns no one in
sight."

Itusscll was unnblo to describe the rond
ngents, as they were masked, and It wns
too dark for him to get a good look nt them.
He remembers only thut one wore a broad- -

brimmed straw lint nnd wns
while another wns n veritable glnnt

In stature. The man who senrched him ha l

pricked his linger on a pin during tho opera-
tion, whereupon he cursed softly. HusspII
thinks he would recognize the voice If he
hcurd it ngnln.

An hour after the foregoing report was
mnde at the stntlon Dr. Ayor called to tell
of an experience In some respects similar,
but In others strikingly different. It seems
thut during tho Intervnl between 0:15 nnd
10.30 the robber band had been torn with
Interned.. e strife. Perhaps they quarreled
over the 16 taken from Ilussell. in any
event the six divided Into hostile trios and
when Dr. Ayer enme nlong In his gig ho
found himself tho bono of contention, even
beforo ho hnd been relieved of his ensh.

He tells this story:

Dr. .Iyer's Stor.
"I wns returning alone In my buggy

from Millnrd, where I had been to attend a
sick horse. As I approached the Papln
bridge from the west three masked men
jumped out of tho weeds at the side of tho
rond and tried to cutch my horse, but the
mlmnl took fright ut them and ran, I got
her under contiol Inside of what would be a
hnlf block und Just then I henrd the sound
of (.hots behind me. 1 thought they wero
shooting at me, but from the loud, angry
talk nnd oaths I heard between tho reports
of thi pistols I Inferred that they wer
shootlng at each other. I saw three more
men emerge from the shrubbery on the
opposite side of the road and saw the fjiuh
of their revolvers and then the men who
tried to stop me turned nnd ran away. Al-

most Immediately afterward the second
three dlsippcared. I didn't get a good look
at nny of them."

Dr. Ayer was nsked if ho knew a man
named T. E. Itusscll and he replied that he
did not. The police are satisfied that thcro
Is no collusion between Ayer and Hussell
to stir up a big sensation over nothing and
arc convinced that both have told tho truth.
An officer who was sent to the scene has
not yet repoi ted.
