WASHINOTON, Oct. 31. The L'nltot
States consul -- at Liverpool has cabled to
tho State department that two cases ot bu-

bonic plaguo nnd a few other suspicious
enscs hnvo developed In n hospital In Liver
pool. The fncts wcro communicated to tho
marine hospital service. Surgeon General
Wymnn has cabled Past Assistant Surgeon
Thomas, who did similar work In the. out
break nt Ulnsgow somo months ago, to
proceed Immediately to Liverpool and In- -
veatlgato tho outbreak nnd keep this gov-

ernment advised of tho situation.
This Is tho first outbreak of planus In

Liverpool In the recollection of authorities
hero. No Immedlatn danger to United
Sttcs porta Is opprchonrted, although thera
will bo n much mora rigorous examination
of Incoming veneris and pusscngora from
Liverpool by tho health authorities taken
hereafter. Tho odlelnl 'report reoolvcd
hero docs not ImHcnto whether the cases
wcro of tho virulent or mild type.

ROME, Oct. 31. Tho port of Liverpool.
England, lutn been declared Infected with
bubonic plague. Arrivals from' Liverpool
nt Canadian ports will undorgo the cus
tomary dfBlfife'cllon.

BORDEAUX. Frnnce, Oct. 31. Ministerial
Instructions havo been received hore to
disinfect nil vessels arriving nt Bordeaux
from Liverpool. .

NEW YORK, Oct. 31. Dr. A. II. Doty,
health olllqpr of tho 'port of Now York, Is
not nlnrmed over tho fnct that Liverpool,
with which New York has much commercial
Intercourse, has been declared n plaguo
Infected port by tho Itnllan and French
governments. Ho said todny that Now
York's health is In ho wny threatened. Ho
explained thut Liverpool linn only two au-

thenticated cases of bubonic plague, nnd
theso wcro convoyed thera from nnothcr
port,, being tnken nt' onco nn their nrrlvnl
to tho special hospital, so that tho gcnernl
public IS In no Bonso Involved.
