Iron and Copper
Smelters Are Held

as Noncompetitors
Interstate Commerce Commission

Makes Decision Affecting Firms
in Eocky Mountain Region.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 23. Tn an impor-

tant rase decided by the Interstate Com-
merce commission, affecting smelters In

the Rocky mountain region to the extent
of many thousands of dollars annually,
the commission holds that tt Is without
Jurisdiction over shipments or rates for
a period of more than two years beyond
that fixed by the statute.'

Complaint was brouaht to the commis-
sion by the Anaconda Copper Mining com-

pany of Montana against the Erie railroad
and many other eastern carriers ot the
rats on coke from the West Virginia and
Pennsylvania coke ovens to tha Montana
smelters. At the time of tha complaint the
defendant lines maintained two rates on
coke from the ovens to Chicago, a rate
of 22.65 per net ton on coke and a rate
of 52.38 per net ton "on coke for use In

blat furnaces for smelting Iron from
ores."

In Its decision the commission further
holds "the rate of $2.fi5 per net ton apply-
ing on coke was and Is a low rate for
the services performed and that ths main-
tenance of a lower rate 'on coke for use
In blast furnaces for smelting Iron from
tha ores,' while Improper, did not subject
the complainants to undue discrimination
and la not tha basis for awards of damage
In these cases "

Further, It Is held that "smelters of cop-
per and of Iron do not compete In any
proper or ordinary sense cf the term and
the complainants have suffered no dam-
age."

Tha complainant asked reparation upon
the ground that ths maintenance of the
two separata rates upon the same com-
modity at the same time from ths ovens
to Chicago was an undue discrimination.
