The Balance of Trade.

Our democratic brethren are just now plum-
Ing themselves on another accompiishment of
the administration, pointing out that an appar
ent balance of trade in our favor has for thaz
first time become an sctual balance. Just how
this desirable result has been achieved shows o1
what slender pegs the supporters of the present
administration hang thelr arguments,

To begin with, imports for the last quarter
of 1914 touched low mark, while exports, also
showing & falling off, consisted mainly of food-
stuffs and munitions of war, Thls gave an un-
due preponderance Lo the excess of exports over
imporis, due to the abnormal conditions of com-
merce between the nations. Added to this is the
reduction In Interest charges pald abroad oa
investments of Kuropean oapital, which was
brought about by the liquidstion forced by the
urgent nead for money on the part of the gecur-
ity holders, The third item that enters Into tho
caleulation {8 the money usually spent in Burope
by American tourists, which was cut off In the
midst of lta flow, !

It would be occaslon for marvel If, under the
clronmstances, the balance sheet did not show a
tidy sum in favor of the United Btates on Inter-
national trade. The condition s unhealthy, how-
ever, and the readjustment Is still in the future.
What will happen after the Europesn war !s
the question business men are asking themsslves,

————
Rural Credit and Co-Operation.

Becretary Houston has spoken several times
Iately in the west on the general toplc of rurul
credita and co-operation among the farmer:
Bo far as his published remarks are avallable,
they iIndicate that a very good demooratis
diplomst Is now holding the portfolio of agri-
culture In the president’s cablnel, The secretary
advocatss co-operative effort In marketing
among the farmera, but insists the plan must not
be used to control prices, His views on rural
credit are nbout as definitive.

If the farmer le to have any advantage what-
over from co-operative effort, it will come in
the form of better and more stabls market prices.
It mn efficlent system for farm credits can be
worked out slong with workable co-operation In
marketing, the publio will be gainer in a degreo
quite equal to that of the farmer. The final
result would be to ellminate the gambling in
foodstulfs through the establishment of such
conditions as would make speculative buying and
selling of “'futures” unprofitable,

A better system of farm credit is desirable:
not so urgently needed as to Justify an extra
sesalon of congress, but a plan must soon be
adopted to provide for the proper flaancing of
agricultural undertakings. It may be either co-
operative, as is an sxtensive practice in Europe,
ocapocially in Germany, or iL may be organized
under a wspecial congressional enactment, but
losns for the farmer on better lerms than now
possible must be made available, Farm loans
offer a most sttractive field for the Investor, be-
cause of the nature of the security, and yet the
farmer generally is compelled to pay a higher
rate for his sccommodations than does any of
the other branches of organized Industry. The
sdoption of a plan to change this will be bene-
ficial to all, for it will enable the farmer to con-
duet his business on a more certain basls, and
with & lowered cost of production on the farm,
lower prices to the consumer must surely follow,

World Hope of
Permanent Peace

every ofe In the whole world fs yearming n

his heart for the day of peacs to arrive. Ho we ank

ourselves! Of what nature will that psace be? And

how ahall It Be permanently secured? And this self-
questloning leada to many fond delusions

Becuiine for the normal yoarning for an end 1o
dangerous oconditions, and while the whale wor'd
in wtill stunned by the spectacle of five hundred mil-
Hon people ot war, a few super-optimists find breath
to say that thers will never another great Wwar,
and that the aone aflver lining 1o the clouds ia the
probabiiity of disarmament, partinl or complete, after
the natlons of Hurope and Asia shall have fought
themselves 1o matiely, victory, or defeal, as the case
may he,

But this hope & ko misleading, s Indulgence so
vain, apd yet so natural, that It ssems proper, *ven
nt this Indecisive stage of the conflict, to point out
some of the reasons why anything appseaching gen.
oral disarmament cannot take place.

The term "disarmament’” 18 apt to be ussd vaguely
to represent anything from the mers cedsatlon of
naval  construction and army-ineresse  programa

to that pursly Idealistic condition when bannera would
be furled, standing armies be diapersed o their homes,
and war vessela ba transformed inte ocommercial
craft, or rvemaln, dismantied, sr inleresting relics
ob a benighted past,

The Iatter state s manifestly =0 Impossible to
expect, At least within many decades, that It may
be promptly alamiseed from consideration. To men-
tion only & few of the martia) objectionn: There ara
millions of men who are substantiafly unfitted by
education, experience, or temperament for any othor
profession than that of arms, on lam or at sea
HSoctety, Industry and commerce have long wsinee
adjusted themselves to their existencs an & major
police force, and to attempi to thrust them suddenly
into peaceful pursuits would oreats no little dlsturb-
ance.  Professional fighters could mot be ezpecied
o take guietly to mere ldieness, eveén on pay, nor
would they be content to be regarded as mere pati-
sloned-off nppendages of a baser socinl siate.

Then the preparation of all nations for war, sven
during periods of peace, has crealed vast Industriea
offivial and private, largely dependent upon the ex-
isting armies and navies being maintained and even
Increased. Enormous amounts of capital are invests]
in such plants, and hundreds of thousands of work-
men would be thrown out of employment, ahould gen-
eral disarmament be suddenly attempted The ex-
pression ‘‘general disarmament” Is used because,
manifestly, no nation or patlons will begin it unless
all do.

In & hundred ways, of which only sne or two ix-
amples have just been cited, the constant possi-
bllity of war and [ta consequence, preparations for
war, have become mo Interwoven with the world's
entire social and economic fabrics as to render any
radieal departure from present conditions highly
Improbable,

Enough has been sald, then, Lo indlcate that Ly
"disarmament,”” among serious advoestes of the plan,
must bBe meant a state mores nearly approaching the
ans first mentioned: that s, virtually a mitation
of armamants on some basie mcceptabls at least to
the lending natlona of the world. But If this be what
In contemplated, the plan In already doomed to fall-
ure, for the simple reason that such a thing as any
binding agreement in such matters as national safety
and advantage has been oconclusively shown to be
farcical. Bven If the nations could, by some divine
chastening process. agree on the relative strengths at
which thelr armies and navies were to be maintained,
It must be remembered that standing armles and
warships are only the first line of offense, the culok-
striking force, and that there are a dosen ways In
which » nation can soccesafully prepare for war
without actually caling s single additional man to
the colors or adding & unit to the navy untll hos«
tiitles had been actually declared.

Whatever stupsmlous changes aogur in the political
and soclal systems of the world as s result of tha
present war, it in safe to prophesy that gencral dis-
armament will not be one of them, Is the world,
them, (o be left, notwithatanding the unulterable puf-
ferings and losses of modern war, axposed, after
longer or sharter reapites, to constant repetitions of
substantially the sams tragedy?

This question la the most vital and Important ane
that entightensd mankind faces today. The present
war fa hers, and should peace snsua over night, s
matarial effecta will be feit for half a century or
more, to say nolhing of its lrreparable ionses in other
directions, But great as s this calamity, It will be
dwarfed by the losses and hardships of the future
unleas some means can be devised whereby the prob-
ability of its recurrence may be at least vastly 4
minlahed. '

It mot by disarmament, how then shall this end
be soughl? Trealles, conventions, and even the se
cepted law of natlons have been shown to be in-
adequate to preserve peace. They are not self-
exscuting. Indend, many treatiea and declarations
have proved and are proving a frultful source of
divcord between both belligerents and neutrals.
