President Sharp went into the history
of the consolidation of the two Lineoln
companies several yoars ago, and said
that the public had a wrong ea as to
the valuation of the company, parily be-
cause of what lhind been pald for the
stock at the time the two companies wore
consolidated. He aald that he had pald
A big price for Lthe stock of the old
ecompany slmply that he might gain a
coutrolling Interest, and that the invest-
mont, as far ae dividends were ocon-
cerned, had not paid him. The common
stook of the company had pald only &
per cent for the full five years past.

Omaha and Lincolnm Values.

He sald that ths Omaha company was
assensed al §1.090,000, or SILE0 & mile.
The Lincoln company |8 assessed at
010, or MW n mile. The diffarsnce
was that the Omaha company owned n
Iarge amount of right-of-way over which
their tracks ran, while the Lincoln com-
pany owned comparatively none of the
property over which the rond operated,
In addition to this, the Lincoln company
was compelled to pay for the paving
nlong it tracks and {axes on the same,
notwithstanding it @4 not awn the pav-
ing and received no benefits therefrom.
