Mrs, Muff
then filed a counter-suit for $565.81,
on the grounds that the car she re-
ceived from Burton was encumbered
by a morigage of $323, of which
she was not informed at the time of
the deal about a year ago. She also

asked to be reimbursed for repairs | [

made to the mortgaged car and for
other cxpenses,
“Car Was Mortgaged.”

E, L. Pllug of Springfield, Neb,,
intervened in the case to protect a
mortgage of $325 which he held on
the car traded by Burton to Mrs.
Muff. Mr, Burton testified that he
had no knowledge of the mortgage
when he bought the car {rom Robert
Marmet, and he also declared that
the reason he went to Crete to make
the deal was because he had implicit
faith in the business integrity of his
former college chum, Mrs, Muff
has been in the automobile business
at Crete for six years.
