REARRANGES COURSES.

American History Department
makes Important Changes.

Students In American history next
yvear will find several rather radical
changes in the department when the
new catalogues are issued. A process
of grouping that has been under way
for several years takes definite form
next fall, and unless still more radical
changes now meditated 8ghould be
adopted, dividing the present depart-
ment into two depprtments, courses
will hereafter be arranged under the
sub-departments of American history
proper, Politles and Political Science,
Public L.aw, and Jurigprudence: In his-
tory proper it will be attempted to
make three two-semester courses cover
the general work In the department, al-
lowing the remalining courses to be
more highly specialized and more de-
voted to advanced work of the gradu-
ate type. Also instead of practically
all the courses in the department being
given each year, only the three general
coursges will be thus given, and the oth-
ers alternated, half being given in 1904-
056, and the other half in 1906-06. This
will permit the members of the depart-
ment to raijse the standard of class
work in the speclalized courses, and to
devote a little of their time to lectures
and other methods of popularizing his-
tory work throughout the state. The
changes will by no means lessen the
work of the department, but will en-
able it to spend more time on import-
ant phases of its work and less on the
detalls of class-room instruction.
