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WILL MEET TODAY

Board Will Locate Administra-
tion And Physics Buildings.

——

The fate of the athletic field will be
decided today. The building commit-
tee of the Board of Regents is now In
sesslon, trying to devise some means
for solving the question of the loca-
tion of the new physics building. It is
probable that this will be upon the
atnletic fleld, but the plans may be so
changed as to permit enough space be-
Ing reserved to still allow athletics tn
bold sway at the Unlversity of Ne-
braska.

Superintendent of Construction Cho-
wins stated this much to a Nebraskan
reporter, in an Interview yesterday af-
ternoon. He continued: "The plans
may be altered by cutting off ten feet
from the morth wing of the building
instead of making the proposed addi-

tion. This, it Is tnought, would leave
sufficlent space for the football field,

The plans for the new Administra-
tion buillding are now at the office of
the saperintendent of constructoan, and
while they will be subject to several
minor changes, practically represent
the bullding as it will be constructed,

The structure will be two stories In
height, with a basement. From the
ground to the first floor line it will be
built of cut stone. Sand brick will be
used from that polint to the caps of
the second story, when stone will again
be employed. The general plan of
construction will be modeled accord-
ing to the Renalssance style. Three
entrances, on the east, west and south,
will be furnished, but the former two
will open on the main hall. This wliil
be floored with marble and Mosalcs.
The stalrways leading to the second
filoor will also be of marble. A hand-
gome driveway for carriages will be
situated at the south front of the new
building.

The basement will be rather shal-
low, being only five feet below the
ground. It will contain vaults,, store
and janitors’ rooms. The vaults wlll
extend to the second floor. All records
will be store in the basement vaults,
while papers and books in immediate
use will be deposited in the other foors.

The Regents are just as anxious as
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anyone else to retain the fleld, on the
campus, and if this I8 possible it will
be done.” .

He stated further that the 1ding
would soon commence c¢o uction,
and would probably interfere } some-
what with spring athletics tﬁ year,
He was of the opinlon, howevgr, that
the building would not keep athletics
from the campus permanently,

Dr, Condra spoke along the same line
in chapel yesterday morning. He said:

“l have assurance from one high in
authority that the matter in which you
are now deeply interested has been
thoroughly and well consldered by the
chancellor and the mémbers of the
Board of Regents and that no student
in the school has lost more sleep and
spent more time than the Board of Re-
gents. Hveryone should refrain from
making radical statements and further
realize that those in authority will dis-
pose of the question in a way that will
be for the best interests of the school
a8 & whole. I hope that nothing has
been sald or will be sald that will
leave a false impression regarding this
matter in anyone’'s mind."
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The first floor will contain the prin-

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cipal offices—those of the chancellor,
secretary, registrar, efc. A large room
wiil be provided for the deans and the
temporary senate. The second floor
will be given up to the offices of the
superintendent of construction, draft-
ing and stenographic offices, No class
or rceitation rooms will be located In
the entire structure. The total esti-
mated cost will be about $35,000,

This bullding will be commenced as
soon as the plans are definitely settled
and the contract awarded. The con-
tract for the new State Farm building
wlill be advertised next week.
