Heavy
hitting on the part of Nebrasha was
the feature of the game, the hall heing
safely landed npon eleven timis Grin
uell made four hits, which, aided by
Nebraska's generosity, allowed her 1o

score four runs,  Nebraska made fve

errors, while Grinnell piled ap six, ont-
doing our team quite valiantly in that
respect The batteries were Beltzer
and Bender for Nebraska amd Swalm
and Benson for Grinnell

Another victory for Nebraska! Our
men are coming in winners on the
home streteh. Grinnell Leat Drake by
a score of 11 1o 1, and holds the lowa
champlonship This shows that the
victory of the team yesterday amounts
to something. We have a fasl agere-
pation of plavers, and when they play
their game they are a hard bunch to
bear.  Today the team plays Highland
Park at Des Moines and Saturday it
meets Creighton College at Omaha

The plaards announcinge the meet
g were pil ot vesterday morning
amd were the canse of mnch surpriss
to muny of the barb ¢lement Yet, al-
thongh short notice was  given Ll
tannr was filled with a demonstrative
throng at the time of the meecting
The University yells were given re-
peatedly amd minch enthusiasm aroused,

matter of speculation, although varying
opinions are expressed on the subject

Oné thing is apparent The harhs
will reap certain advantages bocause
of this step toward organization, but at
the same time strenucns efforts musl
be made by them §if ﬁt-.\' Lhope to sue-
e University politics nas in the
main been  largely a  barb-fraternity
serap, but never before has the line
heen drawn o sharply as to the Ath-
letic Board elections. The idea of com-
bination was ruled out of considera-
tion, and the barbs have decided upon a
