Rapid Rise in Importance of this
Profession,

Facoltles for Carcying on the Work

Ifere Inadeqnate.

The rapld rise in importanco of the
‘mginéerlng profession which has tak-
vn place within a comparatively short
period, has nowhere been more thor-
oughly aprpeciated than at the Uni-
versity of Michigan. As the progress
of industry has every year attracted
more and morce young men into the
various branches of ecagineering, the
University has kept pace with the de-
mand for more thorough instruction.
The result is shown by the increased
corollment in the engineering depart-
ment, of which President Angell, in his
annual report of the Board of Regents,
speaks as follows:

“In the engineering department the
auttendance rode from 609 in 1902-3
(which was a gain of 120 over that of
ibe preceding year) to 823, an increaso
of 114. And at thig time there is a pros-
pect that at least 1,000 students will be
registered in the department for three
or four years, the engincering students
will.egual, if not aurpass, those in the
literary department.

“And a simllar tendeucy is observ-
able in all parts of the country, Young
men are in great numbers seeking to
train themselves in the application of
the sciences to the pradtical arts, and
repeclally to those which we are accus-
tomed now to group under the general
name of engineering. The stronger
technological departments in the unl-
versities are findwing thelr resources
taxed to the utmost to accommodate
the rapldly increasing classes, All this
ie due, no doubt, to the calls which
the recent extraordinary development
our mangacturing industries 1s
making for young men competént to
direct them and to the raplidity with
which the competent  graduates of
thore schools rise to well remunerated
and responsible positions in thelr pro-
ressions. To make adequate provisions
tor the ipstruction of these eager and
ambitious students is a serious task for
us and other Institutions, For of all
education, that in science and its ap-
lication is by tar the most costly. We
have been. obliged to erect the largest
and most expensive building on our
grounds for the reception of these
hundreds of engineering students, and
the proper equipment of it calls for an
immense outlay.

“To aid jn providing for this outlay
would he one of the most welcome and
appropriate means in whieh some of
our great industrial companies, who
the ultimately to reap benefits from
this trainlng of young men to assist
thenyr in their work, could supplement
the gifts of the state.”

Since this report was fled Secretary
Wade has issued an official statement
of the enrollment for the present year,
which shows that on Oct. 8 there were
960 students enrolled in the engineer-
" ing department. As the number last
year was 777, this indicates an inerease
of 178, the largest [acrease in any de-
partment. e

The furniture pillows, pictures
and curtains in the room were com-
pletely destroyed. But for Miss Har-
man's bravery the flames would have
gained greater headway, and muéh
greater damage would have resulted.

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HITS PLAGIARISTS

Chancellor Andrews Sceres The

Underhand Methods.

Nevere P'enaltlef to be Meted Out to the

Guallty.

At Convocation yesterday morning
Chancellor Andrews discussed the re-
cent cases of plagiarism disclosedinthe
Rhetorle  department. His  earnest
words were recelved with marked at-
tention and  evident respect by the
many students who heard him and the
applause when he ended was proof
that the course of administration In
deallng  severely with these cases
meets the aprpoval of every honest and
loyal member of our University,

Dr. Andrewi flrst read an extract
fiom the “Michigan Daily” concerning
the expulsion from lowa University of
a student on account of plagiarizing an
oration. He then went on to say that
a number of students at this school
Lhave becn expelled for the same cause
duriag the past few weeks and that
mosgt of his time has been taken up in
listening to the pleas of them and thelr
friends. He said:

“Cribbing contains all the essential
moral turpitude and baseness of bhoth
stealing and lying. It Is stealing be-
cause by means of it a student obtalas
University credit, which is a tangible
commodity, a means whereby many
positions are obtalned as teachers or
cxperts. It is lying because it is an
altempt to make an instructor belleve
that work has been done which in
reallty has not.

“Plagiarism is a social fault, injuring
the whole commuunity. In a great Uni-
versity such as ours written work has
to be depended upon almost entirely
tu show the progress an'l knowledge of
the student, and if written worl falls,
the whole system falls. 1 would rather
sec incendlarism than plaglarism, for

the latter is the most serious crime
that can bhe committed against the
University

“But this fault injures the student
himsell most of all What are you
here for if not to leara something?

Aud why do you take Rhetoric if not
to learn to wrlte yonr mother tongue?

By banding in copled work you pre-
vint the ingtructor from correcting
yuur faults, and thus male advance-

ment impossible.”

Chancellor Andrews referred to the
excuses that had been offered by stu-
dents convicted of plagiarism.,  One
young lady said that she thought the
Instructor would know enough to per-
that the work she handed in
was not her own, and £o there would

ceive
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any harm in it. Others sald
that they had Boen rushed for time and
and had not had au opportunity to do
the work themselves, But the Chan-
cellor admitted only one excuse to be
partly valid, that instructors in refer-
ring students to authorities bhad not
been sufficiontly definite as to wheth-
er a reproduction or the resatt of the
niental reaction after reading the ar-
ticle was desired. B
The Chancellor referred to the erit-
icism that had been made of tho severe
action of the administration in dealing
with these cases, But he thought that
i” thesa critics were to place them-
aelves In his place, they would see
that il the University was to strike at
any infringement of rules or at any
moral dereliction it must strikc at this
fuult first of all. And in conclusion
he emphasized his position and; sald
that as Jong as he remained at the
head of the University no plaglarist
needd expect any but the most sevore
mensures if detected. :
