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DRILL DISCUSSED

Room is Crowded With Inter-
ested Listeners.

COaptaln Chase and General Dagget Give
Thelr Oplinlons,

Saturday evening the question of
“Militarism vs. Americanism"” was de-
hated before the largest audience ever
assembled to hear a local debate, con-
gpicuous among which were General
Dagget and Captain Chase. Spirit was
by no means lacking and the enthusl-
astic listeners frequently gave vent (o
emotions by loud hand clapping and
applause interrupting the speakers af-
ter each “grandstand play.” The sub-
ject was debated from a general stand-
point, for the most part on the ground
o! principles, and was entirely free
from any personal element. Although
it was evident that the audience sided
agajnst “Militarism’” nevertheless fair
play was given and the champions of
compulsory military drill were hardly
lees applauded than the ‘‘rebels” who
deemed such a system ‘“‘un-American.”

The question as stated was as fol-
lows: “Resolved, That the system of
compulsory military drill as in vogue
in the University of Nebraska is un-
American.” The aflirmative case was
opened by 8. E. Black.

“Un-American,” he defilned as any-
thing which unnecessarily restricted
freedom of the individual., Compulsory
m:ilitary drill he declared was unjust
bécause it was compulsory for all
male students and incompatible with
the ideals of a free state, It was un-
fair to require the completion of the
military course for graduation in the
University when no such requirement
is made in other colleges of the state,
The student is compelled to give for-
ty-four full days out of the two
years, for work which he takes against
his will, .

8. M. Thompson answered for the
negative. He held that the question
should be viewed from a broad stand-
point, that of the ulterior benefits of
military drill to the students. Military
drill loculcates self control, respect
for authority, manliness, forwardness
and honesty. It is the only Institu-
tion which brings students of every so-
cial class upon a democratic basis,

P. F. O'Garro continued the affirm-
ative case, He declared that he was
a. a loss to know why he was placed
on the side against the “military of
it, and could only accowmt for it by
the fact that he was an Irisnman and
“agin the government."” He insisted
that military drill fosters a military
gpirit which would in time result In
the~ domination of military authority
over civil authority,

G. 8. Fenlon on the negative held
that there was no more unfairness in
withholding degrees until military
work was completed than in requiring
credits in other departments for grad-

- nation,

D. P. DeYoung concluded for the af-
firmative by arguing that the system
of military drill infringed the rights
and liberties of the University. A com-
pulsory system of Domestic Bcience
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would be more American, especlally
when viewed from the husband's stand-
point.

W. R. King presented the final nega-
tive case, Trained soldlets he said
were necessary for the defense of our
country, The state was under obliga-
tion to the United States to require
milltary drill In return for large gov-
ernment appropriations.

After the debate General Dagget was
called upon to speak. Forty-five years
in the army he said would lead one to
expect him to favor compulsory drill.
However, the most noble and courage-
ous deeds in Our great wars were ac-
complished by volunteer soldiers who
had never seen previous military ser-
vice, The best trained soldiers have
the least spirit under fire,

Captain Chase, who was next called
for, sald he came to learn the attitude
o! the student body toward drill. He
sald compulsory drill was mandatory,
that when the state legislature accept-
od the aprpopriation of congress in the
Act of 1862 it was under obligations
to require military drill in the Uni-
versity. Since the United States has
entered the arena of world politics, he
sald, she must have trained soldlers to
defend her rights.

Judge Hamer of Kearney, spoke
briefly. Military strength he said de-
pends on both good commanders and
good eoldiers. Several students of
both sexes were then called upon to
give their views on the question.

May Not Materialize.
The meet proposed by Dr, Clapp and

for which letters were sent out to the
d.flerent colleges and ¢lubs In the state
has not met with much encouragement,
Answers have Dbeen received from
about six of the different Y. M, C, A.
teams and colleges but only one signi-
fied an intention of entering the meet.
Dr. Clapp's Intentlons were to arousc
interest enough this year with a meet
g0 that this would become an annual
athletic event in the state. Induce-
ments were offered to the teams aske:l
to be represented that would compen-
sate any team for making at least an
attempt to enter, Unless more en-

couragement s received from other
colleges the plan for a meet will be

dropped.

FINALLY SETTLED

Date of Competitive Drill at Last
Decided Upon.

FPetition for Muy 26th Approved and Date
Het for That Time.

The date for the annual cadet com-
petitive drill has finally been set for
Friday, May 26th. Last year compet|-
tive drill was held on the 20th and the
19th was at first recommended with the
Idea in mind that this date would cor-
respond with the 20th of last year.
Later, however, it was discovered that
school had begun one week later this
year than last and a petition to have
the drill set for May 26th was Imme-
diately presented to the commandant.

This petition was signed by all the
officers of the battallon, with one or
two exceptions, and Capt. Chase imme-
diately acceded to the wishes of his of-
ficers and recommended the 26th of
May instead of the 19th. One year
ago the drill was held on the 20th and
the cadets went to camp on the Tues-
day fallowing the 24th. This year the
cadets will camp May 80th, the Tues-
day following competitive drill, just
as was done last year.

This change to the 26th thus does
not mean a week moip of work for
the cadets who will dri]l the same
length of time as they did a year ago.
The Chancellor last night approved
Capt. Chase’s recommendation and the
date was fixed at May 26th. A move-
ment was started yesterday by one of
the non-commissioned officers to have
the 19th declded upon, but the com-
mandant stated that the 26th had been
settled upon and no change would be
made,
