Nebraska Has Won Every Game.

The Cornhuskers have won every
conference game, In fact every game
that has been played. except one with
Minnesota, among them two games
from Kansas on the latter's own floor
The confer< rules provide that
three games shall be played for the
champlonship of the Valley, the school
winning two out of the three beipg
entitled to the honor. However, |(f
Nebraska wins tonight and tomorrow
night, the question |8, will Kansas, in
the face of four consecutive defeats,
insist on a champlonsghip series or
admlit the superiority of the local
quintet and thereby forfeit the cham-
plopship to Nebraska?

However, the two games have not
bean won and Kansas being noted for
her “come-back™ qualities, is lable to
throw a scare into the Nebraska camp
In 1909 practically the same condi-
tions existed and Kansas defeated Ne-
braska three out of four at Kansas
City. In 1910 Kansas again won
l.ast year Nebraska won three out of
the four games played with Kansas,
but landed in second place owing to
inability to down Missouri on the lat
ter's own floor. So Nebraska has by
no means cinched the Valley penant.

ROOSEVELT'S ACTION MAY
WORK REFORM.

Colonel Hoosevelt's announced will
ingness to gerve for a third presiden
tial term has raised the old question

as 1o the advisabllity of departing

from the time-honored precedent of a
lHmit established by Wash-
ington and is being discussed with In
tense interest by students of the Uni-
versitly,  Prof. George E. Howard, of
the department of political sclence,
consented to glve the following Inter
view on the subject:

A a matter of fact, Washington
woulil have chosen for a third
term if he had been willing to serve,
and his unwillingness had nothing to
do with political principle. He tried
hard to escape serving a second term,
How, then, did the tradition arlae th;f
no man should serve for three con-
secutive terms? It I8 part of the per-
niclous doctrine of “rotation in ofMce”
as an alleged democratic principle.
The idea is part of the spolls system
and Is born of ‘plum tree ethies.'

“"As a matter of fact, no greater re-
form Iin"™he ethics of politics could be
effected than by doing away with the
no-third-term dogma. l.et a man serve
the utate for one term or flve terms
If the people really want him and are
permitted, honestly, to choose. him
When we overcome this evil tradition,
born of partisan polities, we shall be
one wide stép nearer true democracy.”

SAMUEL AUGHEY, WHO TAUGHT
BOTANY IN UNIVERSITY IN
SEVENTIES, DIES.

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Dean Bessey, in his Botany 2 class
yesterday morning, called attention to
the death on February 3, at Spokane,
Wash,, of one of the Univergity's first
instructors in botany, Samuel Aughey,
Mr. Aughey was born in central Penn-
sylvapla In 1831 He attended school
in the goutheastern part of that state,
becoming. upon graduation, a Luth-
eran niinister. [.Ike other young min-
isters of that day, he obeyed the call
of the “"'““ﬂ-? came to Nebraska In
1864, Nebraska at that time belng
unexplored, botanically, he became In-
terested In that subject and when the
U'niversity was opened In 1871 he be-
came professor of natural sclence. He
served fittingly In this position until
1883, when he was called to the state
of Washington for simllar work,

While he was at Nebraska he made
the first classification of Nebraska's
plants, and established the first her-
barfum, Before he left he lald plans
for the use of microscopes In the
studying of plants.

OPEN ON TRACK TEAM

MANY HOLES REMAIN TO BE
PLUGGED UP IN LINE-UP.

WEIGHT MEN ARE IN BIG DEMAND

Distance Runners and Entrants In the
Jumps Also Needed for the

Coming season.
After looking over the track ma-
terinl for the present season, Track
CCoach Guy Reed volunteered the state-
ment that it was exceedingly promis-
ing, but that there is abundant oppor-
tunity for new men. Kspecially I8 this
true in the distance events. where Cap-
tain l/nnin Anderson s practically the
only man certaln of his joh. In these
evente there are three or four places
to be filled. Likewise In the hurdles,
Russell is the only man who need not
dread opposition There are four
positions open In the middle distance
events with an especlal need for a
quarter mliler. Three places In the
Jumps are open to competition and
In the welghts Harmon I8 the only old
man back.

In the distances, Anderson, thie
vear's track captain, holds the time of
4:26 In the mile and 9:566 In the two-
mile. Alfred Kennedy {8 the present
holder of the state high school record
in the mile, and was a member of-the
cross-country team thjs fall. Boggs,
Bates, Slater and Spalding have also
been on Nebraska's cross-country
teams, while Wohlenberg, Bixby and
Davis Rave shown up very favorably
in distance tryouts.

Record Holders Out.

In the middle distances, McGowan
holds the MIlssourl Valley record In
the half mile with a time of 2:00 4-5.
Becker was on the 'varsity team Ilast
year and wlll use hls experience this
year in the half mile. Brannon s a
fast 220 and 440 man from Lincoln
High Christmas is a ‘'varsity 220
man and will make good In the 440.
Robinson and Barney are both prom-
lsing In the middle distances, the
latter bhaving won the 440 in the Ivy
Day meet of last year.

In the sprints, May is a 'varpity 100-
yard man and holds a tie with the
world's record of 5 1-5 In the 50-yard
and 3 In the 26-yard, the latter belng
also his record championship time In
the Western Amateur Athletic Union.
Chrietmas §s also a 'varsity man and
won second place In the 220 in the
Mlissouri Valley meet last year.
Wherry, Racely and Brannon are
promising tryouts in these distances. -

Christmas and Russell are 'varsity
high jump men. Cromwell won the
broad jump In the Ivy Day meet last
year. Hastings was a star high
jumper at Doane. Kruse and Hanson
have both been showing up well In
the high jumps. .

Harmon Only Veteran.

Harmon {s the only veteran In the
welghts, being a good discus thrower.
Bloshorn also shows signs of becom-
ing a star discus thrower. In the
shot, Ross, Meler, BSeldel, Siryker,
Underwood and Hanson are all show-
ing promise.
