TRACK MEN WILL BEGIN
SEASON'S WORK TODAY

B8TIEHM TO CONFER WITH ATH-
LETES THIS MORNING.

FIFTEEN ARE NOW IN THE SQUAD

Team Faces Hard S8chedule, Seven
Meets Belng Scheduled With
Other Schools.

This morning at 11 o'clock, Coach
Stiehm will meet all track men in a
tonference which wlll start the real
work for the cinderpath men, v

With fifteen athletes as a nucleus,
the squad will begin work today at
4 o'clock, and from now on will con-
ditlon themselves for the seven hard
contests scheduled for this year. Two
other men, Robinson and McGowan,
have decided to leave school, but it is
thought that McGowan can be per-
suaded to stay and If he can it will
brighten the prospects for a winning
team. Eight of the fifteen are “N"
men and around these Coach Stiehm
and Captain Anderson expect to build
a good team.

A Hard Schedule,

The athletic board, at a meeting last
evening, authorized the sending of
three relay teams to Des Moines on
April 20, and this will be the first
appearance of the Cornhuskers in
contest with skster schools. Later
they will meet Ames, Kansas, Minne-
sota and will enter the Missourl Val-
ley meet. This year Nebraska willl
also enter men in the Chlcago confer-
ence meet and later, {f any men show
the ability, they will be sent to the
Olympic tryouts at Evanston, IIl,
June 8.

In some of the events the squad has
plenty of men to compete, but In
others there {8 a scarclity, but It s
expected that new material will be de-
veloped to fill these places.

In the 100-yard event, May, Racely
and Brannon wlill carry the honors,
and/in this Nebraska will be well rep-
resented. In the 220 the team will
miss Reed, but [t I8 expected that
Racely, Brannon and Christmas will
hold their own In any of the meets.
Barney, Robinson and McGovern are
jlated for the 440, Becker, Robinson,
MecGowan and Coptaln Anderson in
the 880, and Kennedy, Bates and Cap-
taln Anderson in the mile. Keonnedy,
Bates and Boggs will compete for the
long run, the two-mlle. For the pole
vault Nebraska has Russell and
Reavis, for the high jump, Russell and
Black, and for the broad jump, Black
and Racely. Russell and Roberts will
try for the 120-yard hurdles and Bar-
ney and Wessel for the 220-yard hur-
dles. For the weight events the squad
has Harmon, Pearson and Ross.

The game {8 played on Mis
souri's campus this year, Nebraska
having had the game last season.

It I8 certaln, however,
that the game next fall will be on the
date mentioned, although Ames {8 de-
slrous of playing on the same date.

FAMOUS GEOGRAPHER DIES.

Professor Tarr's Death Keenly Felt at
Nebraska Unlversity

Prof. Ralph Stockman Tarr, profes-
sor of physical geography at Cornell,
died last week after a very short {ll-
ness. The death of Professor Tarr
is keenly felt at this institution be-
cause of the close afliliations of the
departments of geography of Cornell
and Nebraska.

Professor Tarr was head of the de-
partment at Cornell during the regu-
lar. year, ahile Professor Condra has
had charge of the summer sessions
during the past five years and both
Professors Condra and Bengston are
expected to handle the geography
work there this coming summer,

Professor Tarr was one of the best
known geographers of the world and
the author of numerous text books of
physical geography and geology.
