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MYSTERIOUS IMPRINTS
FOUND ON LD BOULDER

HAND AND FOOT LEAVE IMPRESS
ON CAMPUS RELIC.

THEIR  SIGNIFICANCE IS UNKNOWN

May Have Been Made in Pre-historic
Times or By Indians in Their

Devotions.

While many are the fussers and
fusseresses who have lingered about
the old boulder that stands just south
of the sun-dial and fountain In the
center of the campus, perhaps very
few of them have ever go far diverted
their attention from the traditional
uge to which the rock has been de
voted as to have noticed anything
peculiar in its nature.

A close investigation,
throws a mysterious halo of curiosity
about the object. The stone, being of
eranite and of glacial origin, has sev
eral of {18 sides worn and polished by
glaclal action, and particularly the
upper slde, which ig flat and almost
level.  On this slde are numerous
markings and helroglyphics, among
which are a perfect Imprint of a hu
man foot and a less perfect one of a
hand The general design that covers
the upper slde I8 that of two creased
lines, one of whieh
arc and the other stralght This
marking, resembling the imprint of a
crow's foot, can bhe found all over the
upper side of the rock 1 all sizes and
pointing in all directions.

Foot Almost Perfect.

The markings of most Interest, how
ever, are the human hand and foot
The latter looks as though some primi
tive near relative of Adam had
stepped on the spot while the rock
was In a soft state and the Impres
slon had remalned as the material
hardened. The hand |8 not nearly so
perfect, although it {8 exactly the im-
pression that would be made by a
hand placed on a soft material with
out being pressed very hard against
it By close observatlon the outline
of the foot, with the toes, instep and
heel Intact, and In exact proportions,
may be plainly geen a few inches from
the southeast corner of the upper sur
face. The hand, of which the palm ls
the most visible portion 18 an inch or
two nearer the south edge, and while
not plain, can yet seen. [t
might be added that the imprints are
much more visible 'neath the slanting
rays of the moon than in daylight.
