It was Schumann's fArst published
work of this kind, introduced at a
Gewandhaus concert in  Lelpsic on
March 31, 1841, Mendelssohn conduct
ing, and was an instantancous BUCCesy

Schumann orviginally intended to eall
it the “Spring Symphony” and wrote
it when the first breath of spring wWas
in the nlr The first movemnent was 1o
have been ealled “Spring’s  Awaken
ing,” and the final “Spring's Farewell
but he omitted the explanatory titles
beeause he thoupeht they distracted ot
tention

Schumann was ot all thmes enthus)
astically romantic, bat just ot this pe
riod of his Hre he wis o an especinlly
joyous frame of mind, and probably
much of the spring like feeling In this
symphony came from his delight
being at last united to his hardly won
bride, Clara Wieck Soointense was
his zeal that the entire composition
it is sald, was completerd within fom
days.
