fied Nebraska's medical school as the
only one of first elass in the state
l.ater, when the New York state board
of health revised its list of acceptable
medical schools, it left the state's med
fcal school the only approved one in
the state

The importance of these classifien
tions iz shown by the Tact that the
national association recognized  no
school in Kangas to be of first class,
while the New York board omits the
medical college of lowa from fts list,
of acceptables, The action of the two
classifying agencies goes to prove be
vond doubt that Nebraska's medical
college is supeiior to any similar fusti
futton either In this state or in her
sounthern or eastern neighbors. Ot
