MISS JULIA KORSMEYER

SUCCOMBS TO HEART TROUBLE

Associate Professor In French Depart-
ment Death Follows Two

Weeks' Illness.

After an illness of a little over two
weeks. Miss Julia Kormeyer. for the
past twelve years professor ot Ro-

mance Languages In the university,
died at the home of her parents earh
yesterday morning Death was due
to heart trouble.

Mi-- s Korsmejer was born in Tay-lorvill-

Ill . in 1874. With her par-
ents, Mr and Mrs. F. A Korsmeyer.
she came to Lincoln In 1885. Upon
her graduation from the Lincoln high
school she entered the state uni-versi- t.

where she obtained an A. B.
degree in 1893. Two years later she
took her master's degree, and followed
it up with two years of study in Italy,
Germany and France. She was ap-

pointed assistant instructor of Ro-

mance Languages in 1901. and associ-
ate professor of the same studies in
1911. Besides her parents, she leaves
two brothers, one living in Lincoln
and the other in New York city.

Probably no teacher in the uni-
versity was more popular among both
student body and faculty than Miss
Kor-meye- r. It has been said of her
that she always refused to allow a
single one of her pupils to fail in his
studies. If he showed signs of being
willing but weak in the languages,
she allowed herself little rest until
she had brought his work up to stand-
ard. If the student was strong but un-

willing, she kept after him until, by
the sheer force of her personality, she
had made him get to work. In this
way, while she built up the reputa-
tion of being a strict disciplinarian,
she also became known as a most
helpful teacher.

Her death was due partly to this
characteristic. Because of the great
time and energy which she devoted
to her work, she weakened her body
at the same time she was strengthen-
ing the work of her students. This
fall, even though she realized that she
was gradually growing weaker, she
refused to give up her classes' until
the final attack of heart trouble came
upon her.

The funeral will be held from the
family home, 1930 C street, at 2:30
p. m. tomorrow. Members of the fac-
ulty are planning to attend in a body.

Miss Korsmeyer's classes will con-
tinue regularly, with other members
of the department in charge. The ar-
rangement has been followed since the
beginning of Miss Korsmeyer's illness.
