Nebraska's state tax rate for the
vear 1917 was fixed by the state board
of assessment at 848 mills, after for-
mally approving all valeations as re-
ported by eounty assessors and ov=r-
ruling the protest from Douglas couuty
asking to have merchandise and other

| items reduced.

The total levy is an increase of 238
mills over 1916, but of this amouat
only .4 of a mill has been added by
the state board. the remaining 1.9%8

mills of increase being due to special |
| levies which the legislature provided

for by statute. The general fund levy
was raised from 3.4 to 3.8 mills, is
order to take care of the heavy appro-
priations which the legislature made
to come out of it.

The total state tax levy of 8 48 mills,
as fived by the board, is estimated to
produce in the neighborhood of
500,000 of revenue.
