hatid,”  Then he quoted the Ohlo Dem-
cerstle platform of 1804, favoring fur-
ther reductions In the tanff, and
asked; ls this ‘rubbish snd unelean-
lness in the Demoerntiec household' to
stand, and thet which was & year ago
unworthy snd lmpure and & Iunchﬁn
the Democratic nostrils now to be se-
cepted ns worthy snd pure?”’

“lan the Democratic party of Ohlo
changed Its views since Beptember,
1404, and is now willing * that the pro-
tective duties, which wure retalped In
the lriee-Gorman-Wilson set, shall re-
main, snd the luw be g permanent set-
tlement of the tarlff question? Isa
law, using the language of Mr Cleve-
Innd, ‘which puts the wool of the
furmer on the free list and the pro-
teetion of tariff on the iron, ore and
eonl of corporations snd capitalists’ to
recelve the approval of the people of
Ohio by their votes in November next?

“My friends, there s one objection
to the law, If there were nn others,
which must make its permanency im-
possible, It fails to raise the needed
revenues for the daily expenses of the

The law, from the date of
ity ensctment to the present time-—and
it s now a year old-~has not reised
enough money from customs duties

Taking up the finaneial question he
sihi:

“In the flest two years under the
fiscsl poliey of Mr, Cleveland's admin-
istration, whieh is so warmly com-
mended by the H,srlnwﬂcld convention,
the government has been compelled to
borrow 8168,000,000, and the mainten-
unce of the fuld reserve now depends
upon s syndicate of foreign and home
capitalists, who are under contract to
preserve the eredit of the nation until
the ist of October—a syndicate un-
known to the laws and unrecognized

in the government, hired to sustaln
the eredit of the government. Whats
spoctacle!

“On the subject of money, the Re-
publican plr!r stands where it has
always stood—=for good money,
whether gold, silver or paper, all
be under national suthority, st all
times and everywhere to be equal and
interchangeable, which will honestly
measure the exchanges of thwpl.
and decelve and cheat nobody. I%
must be sound and strong as the gov-
ernment itself and as free from stain
or taint an the flag of our country.”

The desired
relief ean only be obtained by the ald
of congress, and the secretary realizes
that it is going to be a very diffieult
tusk to suggest a remedy which will
meet the approval of the Republican
house, with Reed, a candidate for the
presidency, in the speaker's chalr, It
probiably will be the polley of the Re-
publicans to confuse, rather than un-
tangle, the financial complieations
during the noxt congress, for they are
counting upon making ecnsiderable
politienl capital out of the money ques-
tion in the presidential contest

Aceording to Information secured hy
this paper the Omahs fire and police
bill has been approved by the supreme
court and the formal oploion will soon
be rendered.

There has been much gnessing as to
the opinjon of the supreme court, now
in preparation, snd predictions of all
kinds have been published from time
o time. At first it was reported that
Commissioner Irvine wan writing the
opinion in the famous case.  Ther the
report was cirenlated broadeast that
the eourt had decided in favor of the
old bourd of police commissioners and
ngainst the constitutionality of the new
lnw, and as & result of this report the
wires between Omaba and Lincoln
were kept hot with telegroms of in-
quiry. Ineldentally the life of Com-
missloner lrvine at Omaha was made &
burden,

The Journal has Information of a re-

liable charscter, to the effect that the
court has decided the case in favor of
the new board of fire and police com-
missioners. The opinion was expected
the Iatter part of last week, but one of
the []mlpu sent to the state library for
additional legnl works to be used in
preparing one part of the opinion, und
therefore the hapnding down of the de-
cision was deferred. 1t is now expect:
ed uny day, but may be withheld until
the regular full session of the ecourt
which convenes September 17.

Contrary to expectation, the opinion
will not be written by any one member
of the court commission. It will come
us the opinion of the court, and not as
the writin’ of any one man. Accord.
ing to information at hand, the three
judges, Chief Justice Norval, Justice
Post and Justice Harrison, have been
enguged in working on various points
in the ease, and in addition the com-
mission has been consulted by the
court

The decision is not based on one turn-
ing point nlone. It takes up the sev-
ernl points at length and decides every
muterinl proposition that arises, or is
likely to arise in the future, so that the
litignnts will not be left in the dark.
The material points are the constitu-
tionaiity of the new fire and police lnw,
and the legality of the appointment of
the new fire and police board. The
opinion sustalns both the eonstitution-
nlity of the law and the regularity of
the appointments which were made by
Attorney General Churchill and Land
Commissioner Kussell, the third mem-
ber of the appointing board refusing o
Eurticl]mte n the meeting after having

ad due notice,

This information, which leaked out
yesterday, has cntsed considernble ex-
citement and wherever it is lkknown In
the one topic of conversation, but it
was not genernlly elrculated in this
city and is sald to be wholly unknown
in Omaha where the people are person-
ally interested. The rendition of such
an opinion will be followed by the re-
tirement of the old board.
