The knout 1 first besrd of in the relign
of gvan 111, This wag Loward the close
of e fifteenth contury. 1L was an in-
sifument even more hideous than any-
thing now known In  Russin-—a whip
with a handle nine Inches long, and »
very complex lash composed of »ix
plecos hold together by two metal rings
and ending in # beak-Vke hook,

The edges of the lash were shurpened
o a fne point, Every biow cul as
with a two-edged sword,

deft and artistie motion, pulled the lnok
towird him while recovering, so thai
the cunningly devised hook hrought off
a long, thin sivip of flesh al every blow,

The troussean of the gentleman who |

was belng operaled upon, consisied only
of a palr of drawers, He wos fagtened
fiat on hix belly on an inclined framoe,
the hands and feet extended wt full
length snd firmly bound Lo tron rings it
the extromily of the frame, With a re-
finoment of Ingenuity, the head of the
sufferer wun often so closely confinod
that he conld not got vellef for hie foe!

1t reqguired a nlee comb. -
nation of gualities, native and acquired,
MHaving firsl been born, the sxecutione:
must be made, A cold and cruel spirit,
an lron nerve and  great  sirength
thase wore the gifts which some falry
godmother must bhave showered upon
bhim in his ceadle, A long apprentice.
whlp would be necessary 1o develop
these excellont atiributes, Usually the
chief excoutloner was  some
who had himself been condemned ‘o
the punishment he was saved %0 od
minlster,

If the executioner were  Inelined (o
marcy he could infilet immedislo death
by making the viethm dlslocate his own

With the original knoul, a gentence
of from 100 to 120 lashes wie eqilvalent
to o sentence of death, Indeod, In many
cases the vietim died under the opers
tlon long hefore the number wan com
pleted, That wee o plty, The kindly
Russiun heart, with kindness tempered
by a sovere sense of justice, looked on
the criminnl s n chent If he digd
without recelving his antlre sentence,
Therefors, from Lime to time the gever|:
tyYef the knout was modified untll the
offender could receive o gentencs of
2,000 Ianhos,

The lost  knout in use the koot
which has Just been abollshed —was un
ordinary three-thonged lush tipped with
leaden ballg, snd known s a pletol, It
in only fair to say that since the seces
wlon of Alexander 11, even this had bheen

used only In cortaln penul uuttwmumu|

The horror of the present day, how-
ever, In ns nothing to the horvor of the
punt, but wtorles of executlons by the
knout In compuratively recont
ure horrible enough,
