NO SHAPE FOR WAR.

UNCLE SAM MUST NEEDS EBE-
STIR HIMSELF.

Sot Forth by Geveral Miles—This

Bhips as Well as Const Fortifieations.

In Time of Peace Vrepare for War.

Wasmivaton, Nov, 10.—Admiral
Walker adds his testimony to that of
General Miles concerning the weak-
ness of the government coast defenses.
“] am & good American,” said he,
“but | eannot shut my eyes to cold
facts, We are not prepared to-day to
enguge in war with. any first cluss
power. We are in the position that
China occupled in her recent struggle
with Japun. We have a vust populs-
tion, great wenlth, boundless resources

maintain an offensive or defensive at-
titude agaiost uny one of a half dozen
foreign ecountrics. What General
Miles says about the defenscless con-
ditlon of our coast cities is entirely
eorrect. It istrue that New York and
Ban Fraoncisco are beiter protected
than our other commercial eities, but
even they would be helpless agninst

assaults of a dozen powerful
fron cluds, 8o far as the re-
maining cities are concerned they
have no rotection whatever,
Congress ovght to make liberal
appropristions for coast defen and
for additional ships of war, ore
than anything else we need & strong
pavy. If we had a dozen battleships
of the Indiana class on the Atlantie
const we could defy ms powerful =

THE BIBLE IN SCHOOLS,

A Strong Movement Toward This End in
Chicago.

UHICAGO, Nov. 16.—A petition bear-
ing 60,000 signatures, and asking that
the reading of the Bible be restored to
the public schools will be presented
soon to the bourd of education. It
was cirenlated by the Woman’s Edu-
cational Unlon of Chicago. The union
beld a meeting last night to consider
the outlook for the movement. Re-
ports from the committee having
charge of the petition were encourag-
ing, and it was snnounced that mat-
ters were in such a shape that the doe-
ument conld be presented to the board
of education in & short time,

Mrs. C. J. Kimball read s paper on
the subject of reading the Lible in the
publie schools, and giving a history of
the work done by the union since the
organization in 1880. She quoted
letters of indorsement from Mgr.
Satolli and many other prominent
and high churchmen. There were
also letters from Bishop Fallows,
President Rogers of the Northwestern
university and President Harper
of the Chicago university. In his let-
ter Mgr. Satolh expressed solicitude
for the movement snd indorsed the

st labor of the union, expressing

imself as in favor of reading selectei
portions of the bible. I wounld like
to say,” sald Mrs. Kimball, *‘that we
have received a great many communi-
cations from the Catholic clergy, and
in nonstance have they opposed the
move, 80 leng as it is strictly non-
sectarinn in its nature,”
