‘What is that on the plaste:ing of the
wall? Is it a spirit? Is it a phantom?
Is it God? The music stops. The gob-
lots fall from the nerveless grasp.
There is a thrill, There is a start, There
is & thousand-volced shriek of horror.
Let Danlel be brought In to read that
writing. He comes in, He reads it:
“Welghed in the balance and found
wanting,”

Meanwhile the Medes, who for two
yoars had been laying slege to that
city, took advantage of that carousal
and eame in. I bear the feet of the
conquerors on the palace stairs, Mas-
sacre rushes in with a thousand gleam-
ing knives, Death bursts upon the
scene; and I shut the door of that ban-
queting hall, for I do not want to look.
There is nothing there but torn banners,
and broken wreaths, and the slush of
upset tankards, and the blood of mur-
dered women, and the kicked and tum-
bled carcass of u dead king. For “In
that night was Belshazzar, the king of
the Chaldeans, slaid.”

I go on to learn some lessons from
tll this. I learn that when God writes
anything on the wall, & man had bet-
ter read it as it {s. Danlel did not mlis-
interpret or modify the handwriting on
the wall. It is all foolishness to ex-
pect a minister of the Gospel to preach
always things that the people like, or
the people choose, Young men of
Washington, what shall I preach to you
to-night? Shall I tell you of the dig-
nity of human nature? Shall I tell you
of the wonders that our race has ac-
complished? “Oh, no;"” you say, “tell
mo the message that came from God."
I will. If there is any handwriting on
the wall, it Is this lesson: “‘Repent!
Accept of Christ and be saved!” 1
might talk of a great many other
things; but that is the message, and
#0 I declare it. Jesus never flattered
those to whom he preached. He sald
to those who did wrong, and who were
offensive in his sight, “Ye generation of
vipers! ye whited sepulchres! how ean
ye escape the damnation of hell? Paul
the apoitle preached before a man who
was not ready to hear him preach.
What subject did he take? Did he say,
“Oh! you are a good man, & very fine
man, & very noble man"! No: he
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preached; and tho king sald, “Hugh
Latimer, come and apologize.” “I will,”
sald Hugh Latimer. BSo the day was
appointed; and the king's chapel was
full of lords, and dukes, and the
mighty men and women of the coun-
try, for Hugh Latimer was to apolo-
| gize. He began his sermon by saying,
“Hugh Latimer, bethink thee! Thou art
in the presence of thine earthly king,
who can destroy thy body. But bethink
thee, Hugh Latimer, that thou art in
the presence of the Kiug of heaven
and earth, who can destroy both body
and soul in hell fire,”” Then he preach-
ed with appalling directness at the
king's erimes,

Here is & man who begins to read
loose novels. "They are so charming,”
he says; 1 will go out and see for
myself whether all these things are
s0.” He opens the gate of & sinful
Iife. He goes in. A sinful sprite meets
him with her wand, She waves her
wand, and it is all enchantment. Why,
it seems as If the angels of God had

stmosphere, As he walks on he finds
the bills becoming more radlant with
follage, and the ravines more reso-
pant with the falling water., Oh, what
a charming landscape he sees! But that
sinful sprite, with her wand, meets
bhim again; but now she reversos the
wand, and all the enchantment Is gone,
The cup is full of polson. The fruit
turns to ashes, All the leaves of the
bower are forked tongues of hissing
serpents. The flowing fountains fall
back in a dead pool stenchful with cor-
ruption, The Juring rongs become
curses and screams of demoniae
laughter, Lost spirits gather about
him and feel for his heart, and beckon
bim on with “Hall, brother, hall, blasted
spirit, hall!” He tries to get out. He
comes to the front door where he en-
tered and tries to push it back, but
the door turns against him; and In the
jar of that shutting door he hears theseo
words: "“This night Is Belshazzar, the
king of the Chaldeans, slain.” Sin may
open bright as the morning. It ends
dark as the night.

I learn further from this subject that
death sometimes breaks in upon &
banqguet. Why did he not go down to
the prisons in Babylon? There were
people there that would like to have
died. 1 suppose there were men and
women In torture in that ¢ity who
would have welcomed death, but he
comes to the palace; and just at the
time when the mirth is dashing to the
tiptop piteh, Death breaks in at the
banquet. We have often seen the
same thing illustrated, Here is &
young man just come from college. He
is kind, He 18 loving. He 18 enthu-
slastic. He is eloquent. By one spring
he may bound to helghts toward which
many mer have been struggling for
years, A yrofession opens before him.
He is established In 1he law. His
friends cheer him, After awhile you
may see him standing in the Ameri-
can senate, or moving a popular assem-
blage by his eloquence, as trees are
moved in a whirlwind, Bome night
ho retires early. A fever is on him.
Delirium, like a recklesa charloteer,
selzes the reins of his intellect. Fath-
er and mother stand by and gee the
tides of his life golng out to the great
ocean. The banquet is coming to an
end., The lights of thought, and mirth,
and eloquence are being extinguished.
The garlands are suatched from the
brow. The vision Is gone. Death at
the banquet!

1 have also to learn from the subject
that the destruction of the viclous
and of those who despise God, will be
very sudden. The wave of mirth bad
dashed to the highest point when the
invading army broke through, It was
unexpected. Suddenly, almost always,
comes the doom of those who desplse
God,and defy the laws of men, How was
it at the deluge? Do you suppose it
came through a long northeast storm,
eo that people for days before were gure
it was coming? No; 1 suppose the
morning was bright; that calmness
brooded on the waters; that beauty sat
enthroned on the hills; when sudden-
ly the heavens burst, and the mount-
ains sank like anchors into the sca that
dashed clear over the Andes and the
Himalayas,

The Red sea was divided. The Egyp-
tians tried to cross it. There could be
no danger. The lsraclites had just
gone through; where they had gone,
why not the Egyptians? Ob, It was
such a beautiful walking place! A
pavement of tinged shells and pearls,
and on elther side two great walls of
water—solld. There can be no dan-
ger. Forward, great host of the Egyp-
tians! Clap the eymbals and blow the
trumpets of victory!
