“Thot the sum of BI100,00, or s
much thereof as may Y necessary, be
sad the sume is hereby sppropristed
for the expeoses of 8 commission Lo
consist of three members o be ap-
poiuted by the Vresident, by and with
the sdviee and consout of the Benate,
Lo invertigato and report to him the
facts in regurd to the divisioosl line
bet ween the republie of Veveruels
sod Brivish Gulson; provided, the sec-
tion 4 of the net wpproved July #1,
1404, moking sppropristions for the
legisintive, executive snd jndicial ox-
penwen of the government shall not
spply o any eommissioners appointed
under thim get,”

When the sennte was about o con-
vene Mz, Allun of Nebrasks eonsul ted
with his Populist friends us to whether
he would cousent Lo allow the com-
minsion il 1o go to third reading and
pussage to-duy. Finally he said that
e would pot object Lo its passage Lo-
dny.

An soom as the Menate met, Mr, Mor-
yan secured vnsnimous copsent for the
conniderstion of the ilouse Yenezuelan
bill wnd it was st once resd.  Then he
offered the Menste substitute snd
bricfly explained the changes,

Mr. Vst of Conpectieut suid thst
any deluy would be conmtrued in Eng-
lnnd we hesitation on Aweriea’s part
and thst L was essentinl not to ehsnge
the bill As o that psrt which
changed the wording as to the report
of the commission upon the tros di-
vislonal line, or the facts 10 the case,
he ¢inimed that the fucts would be the
divisiousl llpe.

Harry HMayward's Confession Made Just
Hefore His Execulion.

Missgarorm, Minn, Dee 21.-The
ante-mortem statement of Harry Hay-
ward, making 30.000 words, is in many
respects @ most remarkable doeument,
It was made under the most formal
conditions snd with solemn sssertions
on the murderer's part that he was
telling the trath. Not only does he
claim to have murdered during his
brief career, no less than dve different
people, but in deseribing the various
tragedies in which he figured he shows
an utter absence of human feeling,
and & pleasure in his achievements
that warks him as sn unusasl type of
eriminal. The language used n de-
weribing his eriminal adventures is in
the careless, flippant style that char-
acterized his westimony on the stand,

Muney, he said. wos liis object in
life, girls the second, and travel the
third, There was a girl in Minneap-
ulls with whom he was going and who
hasd 82,000 o yeur. He had planned to
kill her. but did npot becsuse there
was no way he conld get her money.
He longed to do the deed. **She nsed
to make me so d—— mad," said Hay-
ward, “that | wanted to choke her, |
enn understund how Durrant killed
those two girls in Sun Franciseo with
pleasnre.

The slo ry diplomatic
twaddle sbout adred  blood,
snd 8 eommon laoguage, decelves no-
body. We feel that England is our
only epemy smonyg the great powers
of the earth. It has been so from the
beginning of our history. At every
erisis in our affairs we have encoun-
tered the secret or open hostility of
England, sod the tone of her press

contemptaous

“But there will beno war. Like all
ruffians and bullles, England is 8 cow-
srd and poltroon when it comes Lo &
showdown; she never fights her equals;
she kicks women snd children: she
bullies Turkey, Egypt. Hindoostan,
South Ses Islanders and African tribes
and tyrannizes over the weak asnd
feeble, but when Grant notified her
that she must pay for the depredations
her pirates committed on our com-
merce in the rebellion, or take the con-
sequences, she accepted the Geneva
award, snd sent her check for 8ii,-
500,000 in full settlement of our claim.”
