CULLOM MAY WITHORAW

THE SENATOR CALLS A CONFER-
ENCE OF ILLINOIS PRIENDS.

HIS BOOM NOT HEALTHY

The Feoling of the Kiate Not Siront
Enough to Plonse the Aspirant for
Fresidentinl Honors — Hetirement
From the Mace Mare Than
Llkely—Too Mueh Hen-
timent for MoeKinley,

Wamminaron, April 10 —United
States Benutor Bhelby M. Clulom of
Hilinois, whone state has not received
with enthusinsm his cundidacy for the
Republiown nomination for Presldent,
Judging from MeKinley Instroctions
in various congressionnl conventions,
has enlled for n conference with lewd-
ing Hepublicans of Hlipols to cousider
his contipued enndiducy, It was re
ported yesterday thut he had gritten
a lotter withdrawing from the race,
but had declded to defer its publics
tion, but lster it was declarc ) that he
hud not prepared the letter w0 would
not do so untll sfter Lthe conlferenes,

Cullom's friends in Hlinols have in-
formed bim that Le can have the con-
vention's Indorsement, but that It will
be by a small mejority, Beveral of
them have, within the past weel ad-
vised him strongly Lo wlrhd AW, Brgu
Ing that indorsement by a little over
half of the convention would be worse
than wpothin The Bepntor has lis
tened seriously 1o these ndvisers, Lot
has postponed Hiusl spswer until he
can meot those lesders of Lthe party In
the state on whose origlonl advice he
gonsented to be s candidate,

The convention will not meet until
April 29, and the Senator feels thaet
there in no need of haste in actin
upon  the question of withdrawal
While he persons!ly will not sdmit
that he has resched wny decision, and
while he probably has not fully de-
termined in his own mind what he s
going 1o do, his friends here, eapo-
eluily members of the lllinois delegu-
tion, ure sutistlied he will in duve time
announce his withdrawsl. They con-
slder It s good s wsettled that the
State convention will not be asked to
indorse him for the presidency.

ARMOR PLATE PROBLEM.

The Nenste Naval Committes in » Quan-
dary as to FPrivate Contracts

Wanminaron, April 15, —The senate
committee on naval sffairs bad & se
eret session to-day for the purpose of
econsidering the testimony which bhad
been tuken In connection with the ar-
mor plate investigation, Theonly defi-
nite conelusion renched was not w in-
terfere with the secretary of the navy
In making contracts for the Kentucky
snd Kenrsurge, these vessels being wo
far ndvanced In construction that any
Interference would cause delay fn
thelr completion,

The guestion of future contracts, es-
rcillly on the war ships authorized

y the pending naval appropristion
bill, s esusing considerable concern
to the committee, ‘I'hey feel that the
price—about 850u per ton—which the

government has been pnrinu for
srmor plate, s too high, but
have not found a feasible way
of reduclng it Their investiga-
tions, however the fuet that the
cost of the manufacture of the

plate averages ahout §300 4 ton, The
manufacturers muke the ples, how-
ever, that the work furnished is not
suflicient to keep thelr factories con-
stantly employed, and ssy that, with
contracis rupning constadtly for five
or ten years, they could reduce the
price, but not otherwise. The com-
mittee has consldered the advisabilivy
of building a government plant, but
the naval sothorities have been op-

d to this course. As & conse-
guence, the committee Is ln somewhat
of 0 quandary.

The mmmﬁlu will, in all proba-
bility, report & bill forbidding naval
offficers, uctive or retired, to accept
such employment, The opinlon of a
mujority of the committee appears Lo
be that the custom s prejudicial to
the lnterests of the navy.

propriastions, to be expended by the
district commissioners, either under
contract or by employing the publie
institutions of the district. Contracts
are limited to June 50, 1897, and the
commissioners are required to render
an account of their disbursements uﬂ
strict limitations are placed upon th
wers. ‘I'he wmendment ends with
his eclause: “That no part of the
money here approprianted shall be paid
for the purpose of maintaining or
ading, by payment for services or ex-
penses, or otherwise any church or
religious denomivation, or any lnsti-
tution or soclety which Is under see-
tarlan or eccleslastic control.™

prairies and fertile valley lands
