OBLIGATION OF CONTRAOTS.

Fopulist Legislation Overturned by the
Natlonal Supreme Court,

Among the opinions handed down
by the supreme court of the Unpited
States on Monday was one declar-
iog invalid the Kansas wmoertgage
redemption law as far as relates to
the mortgages made prior toits en-
actment.

In 1893 the Populists, being then

in control of the state, to its great
damage, proeceded to pass laws for
“the relief of the victims of capi-
tal"—of men who had borrowed
other people’'s money on land, and
who, floding itinconvenient to pay
whai they owed, wanted to hang on
to the land and keep the other party
out of his money.

One of these populist laws ex-
tended the period in which a mert-
gagor cowld redeem after fore
elosure toa couple of years, and
left him in possession of the land
until that time had expired,

The validity of this law was pass.
ed twice by the state supreme court.
The Arst decision was agaiost it
The second, made ufier the popu
lists had secured & majority of pop-
ulist judges, upbeld it.  From that
deslsion an appeal was waken o the
United States supreme court, which
declures that the law is o plsin
viotation of the United States wvon-
stitutional provision that “no state
shall pass any law impaineg the
obligation of contravts.”

The Kansas pooulists who passed
this nel of 1504 knew thal the su
preme wourt had often  beld sueh
Inws lnvalld ln oase of scntracts
made prive 10 s passage  Yet
they put tha law oa the statule
hooks, and teldl the farmers hat
greal things bad beon done for
\hew.
