The Governor Henominated as the
and Leader of Democracy—The Nomi-
sation Forced Upon Him Agsinst His
Protest—Every Vote Cast for Hin
Amidst a Farore of Enthusissm.

The Iilinoln Democraey.

Peowia, 1., Jupe 25 —Jobn P.
Altgeld is the nominee of the Demo-
vratic party for governor of Illinois
He was unanimously placed =t the
head of the ticket, He had no oppo-
nent, and a few moments before the
bhonor waus thrust upon him, declared
he did pot want it. He said so at the
conclusion of one of the most im-

essive speeches ever made before a

moeratic convention. He said he
was physically anable to lead the
fight, and his finaocial affairs were in
bad shupe and needed bis attention
No sooner had he mentioned his de-
sire to retire from publie life than
there came an impussioned shout of
disapproval, not only from the dele-
gites, but frcm thousands of people
who were crowded in the hall. It
was & strange convention, and will
not soon be forgotten. 1t was in ses-
sion only & hittle over five hours
Nearly all the eandidates were nomi-
nated by scelamation. There was no
strife. There were no mecrimonious
nnechn save those directed agalpst
the enemy.

The convention came outstrongly
for free silver, sand so instructed its
delegaten-at-large to the National
convention. The platform was almost
diamecrically opposite in il its parts
to that of the li"(.'pllblll'.'ln party, and
the 1,060 delegates voted nnanimously
for its adoption,

The following delegates-at-large to
the convention st Chicago were then
reported: John P. Altgeld snd Sam-
uel P. MeConnell, COhlcago; W.
Henrichsen, Jucasonville, and George
W. Fithian of Jasper eounty.

No ipstructions were given for Pres
ident.

Uovernor Aligeld's Addresk,
While waiting for the committee on
resolutions to report Governor Alt
geld stepped upon the platform, and
for several minutes there was Lhe
most enthusiastic uproar that had
yet been witnessed. He was called
for, when he stepped forward and
sald, in part:

“Four years ago our people met
under brighter skies. We swept the
country by such a majority that fidel-
ity to Democratic principles would
have insured supremacy for a quarter
of & century. Hut before the inaug-
ural festivities had ceased at Wasl-
ington the head of the sdministration
sought strange gods and espoused
slien principles.
