HIS CAREER AT END.

LYMAN TRUMBULL DIES AT HIS |
CHICAGO HOME,

An Emloent Stateaman and Lawyer fGlone
to His Rest—Once & Successful Hival
of Lineoln for the Senats, but Later
His Kupporter for the Fresidency—
Long s Leader in FPuablie Life—His
Late Political Yiews.

Death of Hon. Lyman Trumball,

Cuicaao, June 20 —Ex-United States
Senator Lyman Trumbull died at his
home in this eity at 3 o'cloek this
morning after a loog illness relieved
by frequent rallies during which it
was hoped Le might recover. For the
last weelk, however, his death in no
great time wus o foregone conclusion,

Lyman Trumbull was born in Col-
chester, Conn., October 12, 1818, He
was educated at Bacon scademy,
taught n village school when 16 for
810 & month ana “boarded 'round.”
While thus employed he walked home
every Saturduy night, a distance of
thirteen miles, spent Sunday, and
walked back to his school Monday
morning. At the age of 10 years he
shipped at New York on s sailing
vessel for Charleston, 8, C.; theoce
went across the country to Greenville,
in., where he taught in the academy
for three years and at the same time
rosd law, With u license in his pocket
Lo -nﬁuga in pructice he started for
the Northwest, riding on horseback
over the Cumberland mountains and
through the valley of the Tenncssee,
accepting the hospitality of a dis-
tinguished Cherokee chief en route;
on through Vaodelis and Jacksonville,
1., where he procured a license to
practice in that stute; thence to Chi-
cago snd eastward through Michigan
to his old home. In the fall of the
same year he retorned West and set-
tled in Belleville, 11, in 1837,

In 1840 Mr. Trumbull was in the
legislature, a oolleague of 0. H.
Browning, Jydge Thomas Drummond
and Abraham Lincoln. In 1841 he
wis secrstary of this State. In 1848
he was judge of the first Supreme
court of the State, organized under
the revised constitution. In 1854 he
was elected to Congress as an anti-
Nebraska Democrat, but never took
his seat. In February, 1855, he was
¢ ected United States senator by the
legislature. 'I'he contest for the sen-
atorship was between General Shields,
candidate for re-elsction and nom-
inve of the Democratic caucus, and
Abreham Lincoln, eandidate of the
Whigs. Five or six of the anti-Ne«
braska Democrais refused to support
Shields becavse he had voted for the
repeal of the Missouri Compromise
and opened up free territory to
slavery. After npuinerous ballots
Linecoln withdrew and asked his fol-
lowérs to vote for Trumbir1l, By the
vote of these and the half-dozen anti-
slavery Democrats he was elected
His edueation and treining bad fixed
his sttitude of hostility to slavery,
and his nature revolied at its threat-
ened extension northward, Very
naturally, therefore, he yielded to his
convictions and honored himself by
nniting with the elements of the op-
position In the organization of & new
E:rty on that absorbing issue. He

eame & charter member of the Re-
publican party. In the Benate he
warned the Southern leaders that any
attempt to dismember the Union was
madness.

In 1820, Senator Trumbnll was
brought forward by some Republicans
as a candidate for President. He had
no desire to be so considered and when
his friend, Abraham Lincoln, was
nominated he worked hard for his
election.

Mr. Trumbull was re-elected to the
Senate in 1881 and served through his
second and third terms. He believed
and maintained that the constitution,
in investing Congress with the power
“*to raise and support armies,” and to
*call forth the militia to execute the
laws of the United States, suppress
insurrections and repel invasions”
conferred ample authority to all
laws necessary for the preservation of
the union. For almost & ycar after
the opening of the rebeliion, slaves
that came into the lines of the union
army found neither freedom nor pro-
tection. The President hesitated
long to turn this element of
support against the enemy, lest
his action might be construed
as an unwarranted interference with
slavery in the states. In December,
1881, Senator T'rombull gave notice in
the Senate of his intention to intro-
dues a bill for the contiscation of the
property of rebels, to give freedom
to persons held in slavery. In March
following s new article of war was
enacted forbldding the return of
slaves found within the Union lines

UHIU FOR SILVER ONLY.

The Platform and Speeches All of One
Tenor—~Claveland Insnlted,

CorumBsus, Ohlo. June 25 —During
the early morning the members of the
committee on resolutions of the Dem-
ocratic state convention were working
on the phraseology of the proposed
single resvlution on silver with an at-
tachment for the unit rule,

The state central commitiee was re-
organized with W. W, Durbin of Ken-
ton as ebhairman and John A Rule of
Cineipnati as secretary, both original
radical free silver men. This eom-
mittee, ns well as the other commit-
tees, stood 2 to | for free silver. I'he
temporary saud the permanent chair-
men and all the officers of the convens

tion were radical silver men
and the gold minority eomplained
of their treatment. Temporary

Chairman Taylor wwes the Demo-
eratie candidate for secretary of State
in 1802, when President Cleveland got
one slectrialrvote from Ohio. He gu
been & radical silver leader in the
State, while General A *J. Warner,
the permanent chairman, was a pio-
neer free sllver man in Congress, and
has been president of the bimetallie
league ever s'nce its organization in
1889. He has not been co operating
with his party beeause of his opposi-
tion to President Clevelnnd and Secre-
tary Carlisle, and is now favorable to
SBenntor ‘Teller for the presidential
nomination,

The convention wus ealled to order
at 10:30 o'clock by Chalrman Matt
Smualley, who introduced the Rev, .
Fishburu of Columbus, who invoked
divine blessing ‘I'he temporary or-
ganization was announced, and Coi-
onel W. A. Taylor, the temporary
chairman, read his speech.

Reuben Turney of Tusearrwas eoun-
ty was recognized and threw the con-
vention into a turmoil of hisses and
“Looking
downward on this convention Is that
arch traitor, that Benediet Arnold of
the Demoecratic party, Grover Cleve-
land.” He wanted the portrait re-
moved. For some moments he was
hissed so that he could not proceed,
but he flaslly moved that A, W,
Patrick, who represented the minority
report on resolutions for silver last
year, be invited to the stage. 7This
eaught the silver men and the motion
was carried. Judge Patrick made a
free coinage speech.

After the report of the committee
on permanent organization General
A Warner was escorted to the
chair as the presiding oficer and was
received with an ovation. He was in-
troduced us un apostle of 16 to 1.  He
urged all to sacrifice personal pref-
erences and all other matters for the
silver issue. The people had made
the issve and the St. Louis conven-
tion had emphasized the 1ssue by
adopting & smingle gold standard. The
lines were vever so distinetly drawn,
There was no longer any doubt about
what would be done at Chieago on
the issue. He onrged all the advocates
of the bimetallic standard of the
fathers and of the constitution to
unite on one ticket ms well as one
lssue.

After the report of the committes
on eredentials had been adopted with-
ont opposition the following majorit
nport on resolutions was presented:

‘Resolved, That we are unalterably
opposed to the single gold standard,
and demand an immediate return to
the constitutional money of gold and
silver by the restoration by this gov-
ernment, independect of other na-
tions, of the unrestricted coinage of
both silver and gold into standard
money at the ratio of 156 to 1, and upon
the terms of exact equality existing

rior to 1873; such silver coin to be a

11 legal tender. equully with gold
coin, for all debts and dues, publie
and private.

The gold men moved to strike out
the unit rule instructions, but were
voted down by a viva voce vote amid
much disorder.

Not everything
which is signed nnd sealed is valid.
The stamp of the government on a
plece of silver can never make it
worth more than the world is willing
to give for it. If we are to sccomplish
our mission at Chicago we must go
there to persunde erring brothers and
not to quarrel with enemies. The
people who hold those strange views
are honest, but mistaken We must
make them sec that we are as honest
as they are and that our views are
right. Atv this late day, the task
soems gignntie, but it is not hopeless,

If ever there should be s campaign of

education it is now,"

During the call of the roll of dele-
gates there were enthusiastic and pro-
tracted cheers when the nnme of Will-
inm C, Whitney was reached and a
demonstration of almost equal fervor
greeted the name of David B Hill a
few minutes lnter.
